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MY NEW BIBLE
My devotion to the Holy Scriptures 

is being intensified these days. I t  all 
happened  when I received a new Bible 
Lor Christmas.

Of course, I have loved the Bible 
from early childhood. I t  was read and  
cherished in the hom e of my parents 
before I was born. I can still rem em ber 
when I sat on my m othe r’s lap while 
my fa ther read it, and  then we would 
kneel and  pray, all of us. T h e  Bible 
has always been the supreme authori ty  
on all questions and  all issues for me. 
It is the great criterion of t ru th  by which 
all things m ust be measured. I believe 
w hat it says and  trust its promises com­
pletely.

I have had  many Bibles: a study Bible, 
a preaching Bible, a calling Bible, read­
ing Bibles, small an d  large, in various 
rooms of the house, and  the car too. I 
w ou ld n ’t th ink  of taking a t r ip  w ithout 
a Bible. My conviction is tha t  a Chris­
tian should  read it each day, th ough t­
fully and  meditatively.

No word presents greater difficulties to the trans­

lator of the O ld T estam ent than the personal name 
for God. M uch of the laym an’s criticism of feeble 
efforts to express the original concept in proper 
English would be elim inated  if the Bible reader' 
understood the nature  of the problem. A lthough 
it has to do with an ancient and  seldom-used lan ­
guage, the situation is not hard  to comprehend.

In  the original Hebrew a lphabet there are no 
vowels. For the convenience of the unskilled read­
er, vowel points have been added to the text. T h e  
choice of vowels used to pronounce the various 
verbal forms is regulated by very exact laws, bu t  the 
vocalization of nouns is more irregular. Hence 
there are no  rules to guide one in p ronouncing the 
personal nam e for God of A braham , Isaac, and 
Jacob, who made know n His creative power to 
Moses.

At a very early time the original p ronunciation  
of the name Y H W H  was lost by the Jews, who re­
garded it too sacred to u t te r  w ith mortal lips. I n ­
stead of p ronouncing  the ineffable name, the read­
er of scripture in the synagogue substitu ted 
’Adonay,  the word for Lord. Hence, when the Old 
T estam ent was translated into Greek, the word 
Lord, Kurios,  was employed. In order to d is tin ­
guish between the use of ’Adonay  and  Y H W H ,  the 
King James translators p rin ted  L O R D ,  all in capital 
letters, wherever it stands for the p ro per  name 
ra ther  than  the simple noun, Lord. Every reader 
of the Authorized Version will be helped by re­
m em bering this.

A ttem pting  to recapture  the original p ro nunc ia ­
tion of the ineffable name, scholars have suggested 
different sets of vowels. According to the most 
common practice, the vowels from ’A donay  are 
transported  to the unpronounceab le  name, giving 
the English form Jehovah or, more correctlv, 
Yaliowah. Others prefer the vowels which render 
it Yahveh  or Yahxueh. T h e  shortened form used in 
com pound words is Jali or )'ah. These conflicts in 
spelling do no t arise from any a t tem p t to change 
inspired scripture. T hey  merely dem onstrate  the 
frustrating  results of the overemphasis on artificial 
reverence for the divine name.

T h e  Christian is tem pted to read into the word 
Lord  all the suggestive implications associated with 
Jesus Christ. However, a lthough there is a close 
relationship between the Y I I W H  of the Old T es ta ­
m ent and  the incarnate  Son of God, the word 
L O R D  does not convey the exact m eaning of the 
Hebrew word. He who said, “ I am that I am ,” is 
the “Eternal O ne,” or the “Ever-existing O n e ” : 
for the ineffable nam e is very closely related to the 
verb “I am .” Jehovah was in the beginning and 
was intimately known by the patriarchs. T o  Moses, 
though, was reserved a fuller knowledge of His 
power over the na tura l  world.

In  the affected reverence held by the Jews for the 
ineffable name is a stark rem inder that God's  name 
is indeed holy. A scrupulous scribe would wipe his 
pen and  wash himself before he copied the con­
sonants of the sacred name. W hile  the m odern 
Christian shuns the fastidious ceremonialism of 
the Jewish scribe, he should not lorget the sacred­
ness of the name of the L O R I).  T h e  th ird  com­
m andm ent  must not be broken un d er  the false 
cloak of New Testam en t grace. One who en ­
joys the benefits of grace sincerely seeks to respect 
the holy name of God. Minced oaths and careless 
use of divine names, even in prayer, have no place 
in the behavior of a disciple of the IIolv One.

In Jesus, the Messiah, came the fullest revelation 
of Jehovah. Hence it is not unfitting  to sing, “O 
My Soul, Bless T h o u  Jehovah.” Praise is given to 
the One with the ineffable name everv time the 
word “H alle lu jah ” is proclaimed. T o  H im  also is 
addressed the prayer-song, ' 'Guide Me, O T hou  
Great Jehovah.”

Also day by  day  the Lord added to their num ­

ber those whom  he w as  saving  (Acts 2:47, W ey­
mouth).

The Early Church believed in sim ple addition. 
After one of Peter's sermons they added about 
three thousand souls that same day to the 
Church. Let us exam ine some of the character­
istics of the Early Church’s soul-w inning evan­
gelism.

It ivas a going church— the 120 that got the 
blessing w ent to the people; they didn’t wait 
for the people to come to them. The only way  
for a church to grow is to go. I have yet to see 
or hear of a declining church that practiced soul- 
w inning evangelism . It was a praying church— 
they prayed until the Holy Ghost came. It was  
an attended church. Holy Ghost religion attracts 
the crowds. The Bible declares they were all 
amazed and said, “What meaneth this?” What 
attracted you to the church? These men of God 
not only told the story of redeeming love in the 
m eetinghouse, but daily from house to house. 
One of the marks of an evangelistic church is 
the constant desire to see a continuous stream  
of people won to Christ and the church.

The mathematics of Pentecost w ill produce 
spiritual and num erical goals that represent 
more than barren statistics. Sinners are to be 
saved, believers sanctified, sick healed, funds 
raised for worthy causes; in short the weak  
strengthened, the strong made stronger, the in ­
active and indifferent challenged and changed.

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H istory  tells the struggle of m an to satisfy  . . .

The Hungers of the Soul
H IS T O R Y  REVEALS T H A T  A L L  MEN 
have felt at least three deep, inescapable 
soul hungers. Indeed, it is hardly  too 
m uch  to say tha t  history consists chiefly 
in the story ol m a n ’s struggles to satisfy 
these three hungers.

T h e  first of these soul hungers is for 
a moral code. No race or g roup  of people 
ever have been found  w ithout such a code. 
These  codes may be as far apa r t  as those 
of the head-hunters a n d  the followers of 
Christ, b u t  to each g roup  its code is b in d ­
ing, and  those practicing a d ifferent p a t ­
tern of life are strange and  even danger­
ous.

Evidently m en never have been able to 
live together w ithou t  developing rules of 
conduct which seem to them  to be right. 
T h is  fact makes it evident tha t  deep in 
the h u m a n  soul is an inescapable hunger 
for an  au thori ta t ive  m oral  code. M an can­
not live w ithou t  such.

M a n ’s second universal soul hunger is 
for  forgiveness. However low a g ro u p ’s 
m oral code may be, the individual m an 
is never able to live up  to it; and  when 
he violates the accepted code, he is b u r ­
dened with a seirse of guilt.

O u t  of this feeling of guilt  arose the 
m any systems of sacrifices to be found 
am ong the peoples of the earth, ranging 
from offerings of vegetables and  grains to 
various kinds of animals and  even h u ­
m an beings themselves. Men, everywhere 
th rough  the centuries, have been seeking 
ways to find  forgiveness for the wrongs 
they have done, and  in so doing they 
have w ritten  indelibly in to  the story of 
h u m an  life the soul’s hunger  for forgive­
ness.

T h e  th ird  soul h unge r  to be nam ed  is 
p robably  the one ou t of which the o ther 
two grow; it is the h unge r  for fellowship  
with the Divine.  M en have never been 
able to get away from the feeling that

they are dealing with a superior being— 
a god of some kind, or many gods of 
m any kinds. T hey  w ant to have fellow­
ship with the ir  god or gods and  seek to 
appease them  through sacrifices and  gifts 
for the things they have done or left u n ­
done which displease the ir  deities and  in ­
terfere with the ir  fellowship w ith  them.

T h is  innate  hunger of the soul for fel­
lowship with the Divine finds a striking 
illustra tion  in  C hundra  Lela, a high-born 
girl of India. Dissatisfied w ith  the wor­
ship of the idols abou t  her, she set ou t  to 
visit the great shrines of Ind ia  in  search 
of a deeper fellowship with the Divine. 
She traveled thousands of miles in b u rn ­
ing heat and  freezing cold. She endured  
almost unbelievable physical weariness 
and  suffering in her passionate search. 
B u t  she found  no satisfaction for her 
hunger u n t i l  later she came in contact 
with Christian missionaries and  learned of 
Christ, her Lord.

God, having created m an w ith  these in ­
escapable soul hungers, of course has 
made provision to satisfy them, as C h u n ­
dra Lela discovered.

T h e  moral code which God em bodied 
in m an  when He created him, He later- 
caused to be written in a Rook. T h e  for­
giveness which m an could never secure 
th rough  his own efforts, God m ade pos­
sible through the sacrifice of His Son. T h e  
fellowship with the Divine which men 
have so constantly, and  often so fer­
vently, desired and  could no t  find, the 
Heavenly Father has made abundantly  
possible th rough  the Holy Spirit, who has 
come to be with us and  in us.

In the Christian gospel is to be found 
that which satisfies all of m an ’s soul 
hungers. How great is the obligation that 
rests upon  us who share in the abund an t  
riches of God's grace to make this great 
fact know n to those who have never 
heard!

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Studies in the Epistle 
T o  the Colossians XVI. GROWTH IN HOLINESS

T h e  apostle has previously enum erated  some of 
the characteristics of the “old m an ” and  indicated 
tha t  he m ust be p u t  off with his deeds. A tten tion  
is now called to the “new m an ,” which is suscep­
tible to constant renewal and  growth. We arc now 
to notice some of the traits of the new m an which 
we are exhorted to p u t  on; and  further, we are to 
see that these are subject to continuous growth and 
development in our  experience.

1. “Bowels of mercies ’’ better rendered “a heart 
of compassion or pity.” Pity is generally considered 
the stronger term. A dam  Clarke says, “Let your 
tenderest feelings come in contact with the miseries 
of the distressed as soon as they present them ­
selves.” Carrying out  the m etaphor of the garment, 
the apostle says, as clothes are p u t  over the body, 
so their tenderest feelings should always be within 
reach of the miserable. Perhaps there is a reference 
here to the woman who touched the hem of Christ’s 
garm ent and  was instantly healed.

2 . “Kindness.” As pity is the response of love 
to suffering or distress, so kindness is a response to 
any need in general.

j .  H um ili ty .  H um ili ty  is a just  estimate of o u r­
selves. As kindness is our  relation to others, and 
hum ility  a p roper  estimate of ourselves, these two 
express in  general the Christian temper of mind.

./. “Meekness.” T h is  term is used by our  Lord 
in the Beatitudes, and  also in relation to himself. 
W alker defines meekness as “ the a t t i tude  of m ind  
that accepts w ithout resistance anyth ing  that God 
may see fit to impose, or any in jury  He may perm it 
m en to inflict.”

5. “Longsuffering.” T h is  is an a t t i tude  of re­
straint, keeping one ’s self well in h a n d  to prevent 
an ou tburs t  of anger or reprisal, however legiti­
m ate this may appea r  to be.

6. Forbearance and forgiveness. Bengel says 
tha t  forbearance has reference to present offenses, 
and  forgiveness to past offenses. Forbearance is a 
m utua l  or reciprocal act between individuals; for­
giveness, a corporate act of the body of Christ, 
whether given formally in the nam e of the body, 
or by individuals as a private condonation . This 
la tter definition has reference more especially to 
the corporate aspect of the church.

These graces have been sum m ed up as follows: 
sympathy and  kindness are the norm al a t ti tude  of 
a Christian  toward his neighbors; meekness and 
long-suffering, as his a t t i tude  toward un jus t  and 
uncharitab le  behavior on the ir  part. Humility 
has points of contact with both groups; as unselfish­
ness which puts itself last, it is akin to sympathy 
and  kindness; as pu tting  itself lowest, it is akin to 
meekness and  long-suffering. Meekness, however, 
is best distinguished by opposition to rudeness and 
hardness; long-suffering to resentment, revenge, 
and  wrath.

7 . “ Charity” or divine love. “A nd  above all 
these things pu t  on charity, which is the bond of 
perfectness” (3:1-1). Charity  is the ou ter  garment 
that binds all together. T h e  word for bond here 
is not the ordinary word (■desmos) which is used 
for a rope or a chain, bu t  the rarer word (sun- 
desmos) denoting something which binds together 
a g roup  of things. Love is therefore at once the 
source of all the graces, and  that which perfects 
them. Thus,  (1) mercy is love showing compas­
sion or pity; (2) kindness is love in the social re­
lationships of life; (3) hum ility  is love properly 
estimating one's self; (4) long-suffering is love 
exercising restraint; and  (5) meekness is the love 
of G od accepting whatever H e chooses to send us.

T h e  word “perfectness” (teleiotetos) occurs only 
here and  in Heb. 6:1, where we are exhorted to 
“go on un to  perfection.” T h e re  is therefore, as 
may be readily seen, a close connection between 
Christian perfection and  the loving of God with 
all our hearts, souls, minds, and  strength. Chris­
tian perfection and perfect love are in general 
synonymous terms.

Keys to the Acts of the Apostles

Simon Magus
10. The  K ey  Most of us have heard  of simony, 

which the dictionary defines as 
“traffic in tha t  which is sacred.” 
T h e  word and  its m eaning have 

come down to us from Simon Magus, of whom  we 
hear in Acts 8:14-24. He saw the Holy Ghost come 
up o n  the new converts in Samaria when Peter and

John laid their hands on them. T h e n  he offered 
to buy this power. H e said, “Give me also this 
power, tha t  on whomsoever I lay hands, he may 
receive the Holy Ghost.” But Peter answered: “T hy  
money perish with thee, because thou  hast thought 
that the gift of God may be purchased with money. 
T h o u  hast ne ither par t  nor  lot in this m atter:  for 
thy heart  is no t  r ight in the sight of God. R epen t  
therefore of this thy wickedness, and  pray God, if 
perhaps the thought of th ine heart  may be forgiven 
thee. For I perceive tha t  thou  art  in the gall of 
bitterness, and  in the bond  of in iqu ity .” Simon

quickly replied: “Pray ye to the Lord  for me, that 
none of these things which ye have spoken come 
u p o n  m e.” He d id n ’t w ant the judgm en t  of G od to 
fall up o n  him.
Elymas

T h e  second instance of judgm en t  in Acts which 
I m ention had  to do with Elymas or Bar-Jesus. 
T h e  account of the same is found  in Acts 13:6-11. 
I t  happened  on Salamis, at the beg inn ing  of P a u l ’s 
first missionary journey. Paul was dealing with 
Sergius Paulus, the deputy  of the country, and  he 
was moved. Elymas, the sorcerer, was the devil's 
instrum ent and  doing all he could to tu rn  the 
deputy  away from faith. Paul discerned this fact, 
and  “filled with the Holy Ghost, set his eyes on 
him, and  said, O full of all subtilty and  all mis­
chief, thou child of the devil, thou  enemy of all 
righteousness, wilt thou no t cease to pervert  the 
right ways of the Lord? A nd now, behold, the hand  
of the Lord  is upo n  thee, and  thou shalt be blind, 
no t  seeing the sun for a season. A nd  immediately 
there fell on h im  a mist and  a darkness; and  he 
went abou t seeking some to lead h im  by the h a n d .” 
I t  is dangerous to stand between G od’s servant and 
a lost sold he is trying to reach. Mr. Elymas found 
that out.
Sons of Sceva

Next I call a t ten t ion  to a g roup  of seven, the 
sons of Sceva, who belonged to “ the vagabond 
Jews, exorcists.” T hey  saw Paul freeing m en of 
evil spirits th rough the power of the Holy Ghost, 
and  they though t they would try it. In  the nam e of 
Jesus they called on an evil spirit  to come out of a 
m an  who was possessed. “A nd  the evil spirit  an ­
swered and  said, Jesus I know, and  Paul I know; 
b u t  who are ye? A nd the m an  in whom  the evil 
spirit  was leaped on them, an d  overcame them, 
and  prevailed against them, so tha t  they fled out
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of tha t  house naked  and  w ounded .” T h u s  the 
efforts of the sons of Sceva boom erangcd upon  
them in judgm ent.
Herod

H erod had  just beheaded James, the b ro the r  of 
John, an d  if God had  no t intervened he would 
have done the same to Peter. T h e n  Herod, enraged 
over the escape of Peter from the prison, exam ined 
the keepers and  dem anded  tha t  they should be 
pu t  to death. B ut God said, “I t  is enough ,” and 
sent swift and  terrible judgm ent  upon  Herod. Mere

S T E P H E N  S .  W H I T E

is the story: “A nd  upon  a set day Herod, arrayed 
in royal apparel, sat upon  his throne, and  made 
an ora tion  u n to  them. A nd  the people gave a 
shout, saying, I t  is the voice of a god, anti not of a 
man. A nd  immediately the angel of the Lord  smote 
him, because he gave no t God the glory: and  he was 
eaten of worms, a n d  gave up  the ghost” (Acts 
12:21-23).
Ananias and Sapphira

T h e  judgm ents  ol God fell upon  Simon, lilymas 
(the sorcerer) , the seven sons of Sceva, and  King 
Herod. B ut no t  one of them  stands in qu ite  the 
same class w ith  the judgm ent  which was sent upon  
Ananias a n d  Sapphira . T hey  were members of 
the church—of the Christian bro therhood, at least 
nominally. T hey  lived in the blazing light of the 
early Chris t ian  Church, such light perhaps as 
never has been surpassed. T hey  came right out 
of tha t  group, l igh t  from un d e r  tha t  light, and  
claimed to do w hat they had  no t done. T hey  left 
the impression tha t  they had  sold all they had, 
and had  b rough t  the full price and laid it at the 
feet of the apostles—while actually they had kept 
back part  of the price. T hey  lived and  acted a 
lie. No w onder Peter said: “Ananias, why hath  
Satan filled th ine heart  to lie to the Holy Ghost, 
and to keep back part of the price of the land? 
While it remained, was it no t  th ine own? and 
after it was sold, was it no t  in th ine own power? 
why hast thou  conceived this thing in th ine heart? 
thou hast no t  liecl un to  men, b u t  un to  God. And 
Ananias hearing these words fell down, and  gave 
up the ghost: and  great fear came on all them 
that heard  these things.” In abou t three hours 
after this happened  and  the body of Ananias had 
been carried out, his wife, Sapphira , came and 
walked in the steps of her husband. She lied to the 
Holv G host—kept back par t  of the price. T h e  
same fate was hers tha t  had  been her hu sb an d ’s:

she was stricken dead immediately. We can well 
understand  why “great tear came upon  all the 
church, and  upon  as many as heard these things.” 
T h is  was the key judgm ent  of the Acts of the 
Apostles!

H erod  was smitten by an angel and  fell dead. 
However, he never had the light which Ananias 
and  Sapphira  had. H e grew u p  in a wicked en ­
v ironm ent and  had likely known little b u t  sin 
all of his life. One m ight to some extent justify 
Herod for beheading James, and  trying to do the 
same to Peter. But such was not the case with 
Ananias and  Sapphira. T hey  transgressed against 
the noonday sunlight of God. T h e  closer one has 
been to God, the more dangerous it is for him to 
let hypocrisv and double-dealing, or sin of any 
kind, possess him. T h e  key judgm ent in the Acts 
of the Apostles is the judgm ent which fell upon  
Ananias and  Sapphira. N o other judgm ent which 
is recorded in the Acts of the Apostles was more 
awe-inspiring to the sufferer or to the onlooker.

Scripture: Acts 12:25—15:35 (Printed: 

Acts 13:1-4, 44-49)
G o l d e n  T e x t : We arc ambassadors for 

Christ, as though God did beseech you  
by us: we pray you in Christ’s stead, be 
ye reconciled to God (II Cor. 5 :20).

T h e  center of the stage moves now 
from Jerusalem  to Antioch. T h is young 
church w ith its G entile coloring anti 
evangelistic fervor bccame the first m is­
sionary capital of the world. These 
Christians were on fire w ith a consum­
ing purpose and did not stop to measure 
their task or discuss their difficulties. 
Evidently they felt a growing concern 
about their responsibility to a lost 
world. T hey called a tim e of fasting 
and prayer—a good way to launch any 
type of church program . As they prayed, 
the Holy Ghost revealed to them  llis  
choice of workers. H e said, “Separate 
me Barnabas and Saul for the work 
w hereunto I have called them .” T he 
divine strategy was to take their very 
best leaders for missionaries—a strategy 
which has been repeated over and over 
through the centuries. As you th ink of 
the daring of this young church and 
its heroic missionaries, you can almost 
hear the challenge of th a t o ther heroic 
missionary of m odern times, “A ttem pt 
great things for God; expect great things 
from God.”

Missionary endeavor always faces a 
challenge. W hen Barnabas and Saul 
reached Cyprus and had obtained an 
interview w ith Sergius Paulus, the 
deputy, Elymas, the sorcerer, w ithstood 
them  and tried to tu rn  the deputy away 
from believing in  them. Saul (who now 
is called Paid) begins to emerge as the 
strong, fearless leader and comes to the 
forefront, l'o r he, “filled w ith the Holy 
Ghost, set his eyes on him , and  said, O 
full of all subtilty and all mischief, thou 
child of the devil, . . . "  T h e  m an was 
instantly struck b lind  and Paul went 
on w ith his preaching. I t is not sur­
prising th a t the deputy believed.

I t  was at Antioch in Pisidia th a t Paul 
and Barnabas saw their greatest revival 
on this first missionary journey. Paul 
was invited to preach in  the synagogue 
after the law’ and prophets had  been

read. T h e  people were deeply moved by 
his eloquent and  effective message. Many 
followed him  and his com panion as they 
left the synagogue. Also there is the 
first in tim ation  of the special field of 
Paul’s missionary m inistry  in th a t a 
great many Gentiles began begging for 
a service. T hey too w anted to hear him . 
T h e  next Sabbath day "came almost the 
whole city together to hear the word 
of God.” W hat a th rill it m ust have 
been to this young converted Pharisee, 
w ith his zeal, his insight now in to  the 
Hebrew scriptures as they pointed to 
Christ, and  the fire of the Holy Ghost 
burn ing  in his heart, to be privileged to

preach to such a crowd! G reat num bers 
were converted, b u t the old Jewish a n i­
mosity against the G entiles was stirred  
up; P au l’s very success becam e the oc­
casion of b itte r opposition. T h e  Jews 
were jealous because so m any Gentiles 
were believing. Paul said, “I t was neces­
sary th a t the word of God should first 
have been spoken to you: b u t seeing ye 
p u t it from you, . . . lo, we tu rn  to the 
Gentiles.”

W e now have around  ninety 
enrolled  and  could have twice th a t n u m ­
ber if we could accommodate them.

W e are proud of o u r teacher— 
she really has her heart in  the work. 
T h e  children  gave a Christm as program  
th a t w ould have rejoiced the hearts of 
o u r people a t home. Every child  knew 
his p art perfectly and you d id n ’t have 
to have a hearing  aid  to know w hat the 
children  were saying. I felt like shou t­
ing before it was over. T h is one church 
is w orth every dollar th a t has been in ­
vested in  it.

Purity of Heart
Jesus rem inded us th a t the issues of 

life come ou t of the heart. H ere is the 
fountainliead of thoughts, of words, and 
of conduct. Jesus was concerned with 
the heart life. H e struck righ t across 
the superficiality of religion and said 
th a t the greatest law of all was to love 
God w ith all the heart. T h e  religion of 
Jesus Christ is prim arily  interested in 
changing the heart and  th rough  this 
transform ation changing the en tire  life.

In  the days following l ’entecost, in 
the m idst of frequent questions as to 
w hat the m eaning of it  all really was, 
Peter had his experience at the house of 
Cornelius. H e came back w ith this w it­
ness, “God, which knoweth the hearts, 
bare them  witness, giving them  the Holy 
Ghost, even as he d id  un to  us; and p u t 
no difference between us and them , 
purifying their hearts by fa ith ” (Acts 
15:8-9). T h is declaration forever re ­
vealed the essential purpose of Pentecost 
and  the significant result of the experi­
ence of entire sanctification in  the lives 
of C hrist’s followers. T h e  basic work 
of the Holy Spirit is to purify the heart 
and m ake it  clean; to destroy the “body 
of sin” and to fit th a t heart to be filled 
w ith the love of God.

I t is an easy th ing for us today lo

get notions as to w hat this experience 
means to us. I t is easy for young people, 
not fully understanding, to take hold 
of benefits which are a t best only m ar­
ginal, th inking they are basic in the 
experience. T h e  safe pattern  is to keep 
Peter’s testimony constantly before us. 
O ur hearts need to be purified. God 
has m ade provision whereby this can 
be done. T h is Pentecostal experience 
is available to every Christian today. Its 
purpose is to cleanse the heart of the 
believer from all sin.

I t  is not just an accident th a t once 
at the beginning and once a t the close 
of His m inistry Jesus cleansed the 
T em ple. T h is was not just a dem onstra­
tion of His power. I t was not merely 
th a t He wanted to teach the m erchan­
disers a lesson. I t is fundam ental in  the 
n atu re  of God th a t His tem ple m ust be 
clean. His holiness will not perm it any 
o ther kind of house in  which He is to 
dwell. T h e  Tem ple of that day was one 
of stone and wood, b u t the tem ple of 
God today is the Christian heart. God 
intends th a t His temple be clean. Let 
all of us covenant w ith H im  today that 
we shall let H im  make our hearts pu re 
and  that, with His help and grace, we 
shall keep them  th a t way. Let us be 
examples of the believers in purity.

"Taps a t Reveille"
M onday:

“T aps a t reveille,” sunset at sunrise, 
doomed from the s ta rt—the life of the 
w riter F. Scott Fitzgerald is a parable 
of wasted possibilities. T an k  filled w ith 
gas, engine runn ing , brakes off, foot on 
it he accelerator, b u t no h an d  011 the 
steering  w heel—the story’s end was w rit­
te n  a t its beginning: squandered ener­
gies and  exhausted faculties.

Tw o basic tru th s  came to possess his 
thoughts and  his stories, and  preach 
themselves in  his living: (1) physical 
charm , money, and  popularity  are trag ­
ically em pty values to sell oneself for;

(2) one's lim ited stock of feeling, th in k ­
ing, willing, even loving, exhausts itself. 
If you spend on this, you cannot invest 
in that.
T uesday:

Ih e  b rillian t writer, II. I,. Mencken, 
d ied the o ther day. Searching m ind, 
crowding ideas, clever tongue, magic pen 
—all devoted to smashing ideals and 
destroying faith . Two years before his 
death lie lost the power of speech and 
the ability  to write, while his m ind 
rem ained alert as ever. T houghts th rong­
ing, b u t no means of u tterance—torm ent 
for such a brain! His powers of com­
m unication prostitu ted , taps had sound­
ed.
W edn esday:

T h e things th a t build  personality are 
the things God commands. Sin contains 
the seeds of its own destruction. Facul­
ties given over to selfish uses are worn 
ou t prem aturely; spent for the lower, 
they are lost to the higher. Identifica­
tion w ith destructive forces is suicidal.
T hursday:

"O u r bodies arc our gardens, to the

which our wills are gardeners; so th a t 
if we will p lan t nettles or sow lettuce— 
the power lies in our wills”; we can sow 
the seeds we will. T h e  p lan ting  deter­
mines the crop. O ur will to choose is 
a frightening power, b u t we cannot get 
rid  of it. Today, tomorrow, every day, 
we arc sounding taps or reveille for 
ourselves in the choices we make.
F riday:

D eterm ining choices are m ade early. 
A young m an stood in my office yester­
day, a college senior who was trying to 
decide, even then belatedly, the question 
of his vocation. Doors he had hoped to 
enter had closed and lie was baffled. I 
said to him , “It is dangerous to make a 
m ajor decision unless you are yielded 
to G od’s will and can have His counsel.” 
He had been pushing God to the fringes, 
telling him self “ those questions” could 
wait. A single w rong decision a t twenty 
often has sounded taps for tim e and 
eternity.
S atu rday:

But in m iddle life the choices are 
legion and perilous. W hat are we doing
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with the allowance th a t rem ains to us 
of speech? of physical strength? of 
thought faculty? W hat with our faith  
faculty and the promises of God? W hat 
with the knowledge we have gained, of 
God's ways and m en’s? In trust with 
the gospel, are we spending ourselves 
on easy living? At midday have we let 
ourselves be seduced into the self- 
indulgence that decays on the inside? 
“ G etting and spending, we lay waste our 
powers”? T aps will soon be sounding.

Su nday:
“Reveille a t T aps"—it is the Christian 

word of hope. T h e  thief on the cross 
heard it in his last hours. O ur beloved 
“grand old m an” Frank Smith heard it 
in m iddle age, a “hopeless” alcoholic; 
God rem ade him  and m ultiplied  the 
blessing of his voice and smile. Some 
of us today must pu t our trust in the 
promise of restored caterpillar-eaten 
years. But we dare not presume on grace; 
this is no place for a calculated risk.

T his is an in teresting criticism, com- may be evangelistic messages occasionally
ing as it does from a young m an who is 
th inking of join ing the Church of the 
Nazarene and whose parents are m em ­
bers of one of the older and larger 
denom inations. Perhaps some of us do 
fail sometimes to make an a ltar call 
when we should. A t least we should 
seriously consider the question you raise. 
But now for the answer. You m ust re ­
m em ber th a t not every sermon is in 
the strictest sense evangelistic. On Sun­
day m orning our preachers often strive 
to present some tru th  which helps the 
saved or sanctified to grow in grace. 
Sometimes a message on Sunday night 
may be of the same type. Further, there

which the listener needs to th ink about 
ra th er than act on at once. Also, a 
preacher may get himself into bondage 
if he gets to the place where he feels 
th a t he has to make an altar call in 
every service. Altogether, I would say 
th a t to fail to give an invitation at 
every service is not necessarily a trend 
toward modernism. Nevertheless, I thank 
you for your question and trust th a t it 
will help  all m inisters who read this 
discussion to realize th a t many sermons 
should be followed by some kind of in ­
vitation. T h is provides those who need 
it w ith an opportunity  to act on the 
tru th  which has been presented.

A s fo r  th e do ctr in e  of sanctification , I have n o t been  ab le to  u n d erstan d  w h eth er  N azarenes be lieve  th a t th e  H oly S p ir it en ters th e  h eart w h en  a person  is reg en era ted  o r w h en  th e b e liever is  sanctified. P lease help m e on  
this.

T h e  Holy Spirit comes into the heart 
when we are saved, or regenerated, bu t 
He doesn’t come in in His fullness un til 
we are sanctified wholly. W e are born 
of the Spirit when we are saved—that 
means we get the Spirit then, He be­

comes active in ou r lives; b u t we do not 
commit ourselves to Him completely 
un til we are sanctified. Therefore, we 
do not have H im  in His fullness until 
then.

A n o th er qu estio n  I have, as a you n g  m an  an d  one w ho is th in k in g  of jo in in g  th e  Church of th e  N azarene, is  th is: D oes sanctifica tion  m ean  “sin less p e r­
fec tio n ”?

T h a t all depends on how sin is de­
fined. If it is defined as any deviation 
from the perfect law of God, then I 
would answer your question in the nega­
tive. From this standpoint, we do not 
believe in sinless perfection, for your 
definition includes mistakes, involun­
tary sins, or sins of ignorance as well 
as conscious, deliberate sins. On the 
o ther hand, if you define sin as John  
Wesley did: “A willful transgression of 
a known law of God,” then I would 
have to answer your question in the

affirm ative. I would go even further in 
this connection and declare th a t a 
C hristian—any regenerated m an—cannot 
commit sin as thus defined and rem ain 
saved. A willful transgression of a known 
law of God will cause any Christian to 
backslide. Sanctification does not stop 
sinning as a w illful transgression of a 
known law of God, for it has already 
been stopped. Conversion did that. 
Sanctification docs, however, make it 
easier to live above sin as a willful 
transgression of a known law of God.

F urther, w ill the un sanctified  C h ris tia n  fina lly  be sa ved  or lost if  he d ies  
still xinsanctified?

No saved person will ever go to hell, 
and no unsanctificd person will ever 
get to heaven. If a person is truly saved 
and dies in  th a t condition, God will 
step in and cleanse his heart from in- 
bred sin, his fallen nature, and make 
him  fit for a holy heaven. W hen we are 
saved w7e are given a title to heaven, 
and when we are sanctified we are m ade 
fit for heaven. If the saved die before 
they are sanctified, they are m ade fit for

heaven apart from their wills—just as 
babies are if they die before they reach 
the tim e of moral accountability. As 
l)r. C. J. Fowler used to say, “God be­
stows purity  on every nonresisting sub­
ject.” But we should all rem em ber in 
this connection th a t the Christian will 
backslide and go to hell if he gets light 
on holiness and fails to walk in it. He 
can’t walk back of light and keep his 
regeneration.
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cnee. H e forgot th a t lie could neither 
read nor write. He d id n ’t care th a t lie 
had no money or any o ther clothes than 
those he had on. All the words he could 
th ink of were, "I will, Lord, I w ill.” 

T h e  next m orning early, people g a th ­
ered in the brush arbor for a testimony 
service. Bud had never been to a testi­
mony service, bu t it d id n ’t take him  long 
to find ou t w hat the people were doing. 
Why, the people were taking turns 
standing and thanking God for doing

all the wonderful tilings l ie  had done 
for them.

W hen the th ird  man had stood and 
spoken, Bud found he could contain 
himself no longer. He stood to his feet 
and started  stam m ering ou t the best he 
could. H e w anted the people to know 
th a t he had started  a new life. W hen 
his tongue got all twisted up, he started 
shouting for joy and waving his hands. 
T h e  people understood and shouted 
with him.

Bud d id n 't w ant lo w ait long before 
he started  telling abou t Jesus to o ther 
people. H e w anted to sta rt preaching 
righ t away. Most of the people d id n ’t 
th ink he could, for he cou ldn’t even 
read the Bible.

It was not an  easy task for a twenty- 
year-old boy to learn to read. God 
helped him . Bud was so anxious to learn 
th a t lie studied h ard  even when there 
was little  light o ther th an  the m oonlight. 
H e started by spelling out each word.
