M o th e r ’s Day is of ten  m ade  a tim e for  lyric 

sen tim ental ism . It  shou ld  be a tim e for  realistic 
appra isa l .  In  no  sense w o tdd  I suggest th a t  less 
h o n o r  be given to good m others .  T h e y  deserve 
all th a t  may be said a b o u t  them  an d  done  for them  
— an d  more.

B u t  it m ust  n o t  be fo rgo tten  th a t  m o th e rh o o d  
is m ore  th a n  biological. I t  is a m o ra l  a n d  sp i r i t ­
ual re la t ionsh ip ,  an d  dem ands  m o ra l  a n d  sp ir i tua l  
qua l i t ie s  for its true  fulfillment.

I t  was infinite  w isdom  w hich  p rov ided  for fam ­
ily a n d  home. T h e  p r inc ip le  th a t  a m a n  shou ld  
leave his paren ts  an d  cleave to his wife, Jesus said, 
goes back to “ the b e g in n in g ” (M atth ew  19:4-9) . 
T h is  m eans the se tting  u p  of a family r e la t io n ­
sh ip  in  the security of w hich  ch i ld ren  may spend  
the early years of the ir  lives.

I t  is d u r in g  those early  years th a t  the long  task is 
begun  of passing on the ideals a n d  heritage of the 
centuries. T h r o u g h  the  influence of the  h o m e  first, 
th e n  chu rch  an d  school, the ch i ld  becomes h e i r  to 
the  experience an d  learn ing  of the  past.  H e re  is 
a n o th e r  difference between m a n  an d  the  anim als. 
Each gene ra tion  in the  a n im a l  k in g d o m  begins its 
life p re tty  m uch  where its forebears did. B u t  each 
h u m a n  gene ra t ion  begins life a l it tle  fa r th e r  dow n 
the ro ad — e i th e r  for b e t te r  o r  for worse— th a n  its 
im m ed ia te  parents.

is of the  devil. T h e  tragic results  o f  hom es b roken  
by selfishness, lust, infidelity, a n d  divorce are all 
too well know n . T h e  h u m a n  u n i t  is really  not 
the in d iv id u a l ,  b u t  the family, a n d  a “house d i ­
v id ed ” is a b ree d in g  place for u n h a p p in e s s  a n d  sin.

C hris t ian i ty ,  like charity , begins a t  hom e. I t  is a 
well-known fact th a t  the  m ee t ing  places of the 
Early  C h u rc h  were the  homes of believers. T h e  
“ch u rch  in the h o m e ” was m ore th a n  a slogan: it 
was a fact. A n d  ho u se h o ld  C h r is t ian i ty  is no  less 
im p o r ta n t  now th a n  it was n in e tee n  cen tu r ies  ago. 
C h u rch  o r  school can  never  take the  p lace of hom e 
in the  lives of g row ing  ch i ld ren .

A n d  M o th e r ’s place in the  h o m e  is of sup rem e 
im por tance ,  for hers are  the  earliest influences in 
the lives of the ch i ld ren .  Some of the  q u a l i t ie s  of 
t rue  m o th e rh o o d  m ay be f o u n d  in  the  lives of 
w om en  w ho are n o t  C hris t ians .  B u t  all of the 
qua l i t ie s  of t ru e  m o th e rh o o d  are  s t re n g th e n e d  and  
en r ic h ed  by devo tion  to C h r is t  a n d  H is  way.

T h i s  is true,  for exam ple ,  of the  h u m a n  love for 
w hich  m others  are so r igh tly  no ted .  T h e  love of 
G o d  in  the  h e a r t  of a m o th e r  will d eepen  a n d  ex­
te n d  the n a tu ra l  affection for h u s b a n d  a n d  ch il­
d ren  w hich  she n o rm al ly  feels. C h r is t  adds  a “ p lu s” 
to every r igh t  r e la t io n sh ip  in life.

T h e  m o th e r  w ho  starts h e r  s t ren u o u s  day in  the 
presence of h e r  ow n H eaven ly  F a th e r  a n d  His holy 
W ord ,  w ho  shows h e r  ch i ld ren  the  m e a n in g  of 
love’s selflessness a n d  fairness as well as tells them 
a b o u t  it, w ho  draws poise a n d  peace from  the 
presence of the  sanctifying S p ir i t  w i th in  h e r  soul, 
may never  be voted  Mrs. A m erica  or  the “ M other  
of the  Year,” b u t  she will m ake  a c o n t r ib u t io n  to 
her  church  a n d  h e r  co m m u n i ty  w hich  can be 
m easu red  only  in  etern ity .

N o  one  else can take the  place of a m o th e r  in 
the  life of a g row ing  child . C er ta in ly  the  baby 
sit ter o r  nursery  school a t t e n d a n t  c a n n o t  a d e q u a te ­
ly fill M o th e r ’s role. T h a t  g r im  necessity may 
sometim es force a m o th e r  to tu r n  h e r  responsi­
bili t ies over to o the rs  while  she goes ou t  to w'ork 
ca n n o t  be den ied .  B u t  if the m o th e r ’s work is 
d ic ta ted  by desire for  some of the  luxur ies  and 
s ta tus  symbols of a m odern  day, then  these things 
are  b o u g h t  at too g rea t  a cost.

A m o th e r  certa in ly  may in f luence  her  children 
consciously a n d  in ten t iona l ly .  B u t  even m ore  last­
ing  an d  effective are the unconscious influences 
th a t  sp r ing  from  a t t i tu d e s  an d  the  values by which 
the m o th e r  lives. F aith ,  devo t ion  to C od ,  con­
sistently p u t t i n g  “ first th ings first,” concern  for

You cannot justly bear all the 
responsibility for a successful family 
life. But for the spirit and atmosphere 
of the household your contribution is the 
greatest.

You are the health officer for the fami­
ly. You make and enforce the rules of 
hygiene and sanitation. You are the 
manager of the linen closet and the ward­
robe. You see that what is needed is 
ready for use. You, the overseer of the 
culinary department, order the groceries 
according to the budget, plan, cook, and 
serve the meals. You strive to please and 
sometimes fail. If you succeed, you may 
not hear about it; if you do not, you 
probably w ill. You plead for good man­
ners and try to lift the tone of table talk 
with varying degrees of success. At least 
the fam ily knows you care.

Mother, Stewardess, you arc the keep­
er of the peace. Probably you have more 
to distract and aggravate you than any­
one. Nevertheless, the thoughtlessness 
and petulance of the others are to be 
overlooked. Your poise and sense of 
humor preserve the peace and if it is 
disturbed, like Jesus, you say, “My peace 
I give unto you.”

You are the bearer of burdens for all 
the family. Your husband w ill come

from work worried that there is either 
too much or too little. Your children 
will come from school frustrated because 
teachers are stupid, grades unfair, as­
signments too long, or the game was lost. 
Regardless of the trials of your day they 
will expect you to pull them out of their 
slough of despondency.

Whether you know literature, history, 
algebra, or Latin you are the teacher of 
life ’s great lessons. The teen-agers will 
seem not to learn, but someday you will 
discover they comprehended more than 
you knew. Maybe in life or in heaven 
they w ill confess their debt to the great­
est teacher they ever had.

Mother, you are the family counselor 
on subjects of finance, social practice, 
and moral and spiritual ideals. If they 
listen, you w ill keep them from pitfalls. 
If they w ill not, you w ill pull them up

and pray them through to try again. You 
keep the Bible open and read it daily 
and live it moment by moment.

W HEN I was a l i t t le  girl,  one  o£ the  in te res t ing  
parts of my day was g e t t in g  P a p a  oil  to  the  office. 
Watching h im  s trop  his razor  was one  p a r t  of the 
routine w hich always held  my u n d iv id e d  a t ten t ion .  
He tested its sharpness  by h o ld in g  u p  a single 
hair and  g iv ing it a q u ic k  slash. T h e  b lade  was 
not sharp e n o u g h  u n t i l  it w o tdd  sever the  h a i r  
at one stroke.

I knew th a t  P ap a 's  razor  m us t  be the  sharpest 
instrument o n  ea r th ,  a n d  I w a tched  h im  shave 
with a tissue in one  of my h a n d s  an d  a styptic 
pencil in  the o th e r— ju s t  in  case his h a n d  shou ld  
slip. But I w a tched  wordlessly, lest 1 m ake  h im  
nervous— w o n d er in g  how  lie cou ld  s top  th a t  b lade  
in time to avoid  c u t t in g  nicks in  his heavy black 
mustache.

But get t ing  his co llar  0 1 1— there  was the  project! 
And tha t was w here  I cam e in.

Papa’s collars were s ta rched  to  the  stiffness of 
cardboard, an d  ge t t ing  one of the  s lippery  th ings 
attached to the  equa l ly  stiff co llar  b a n d  by m eans  
of those q u e e r  l i t t le  h inged  b u t to n s  r eq u ired  
patience an d  dexterity .  P a p a  was n o t  overly blessed 
with either. H e  was a big m a n ,  a n d  it seemed to 
me tha t his collars were always too  small, for he 
invariably tu rn e d  s lightly  p u rp le  as he  s truggled 
to get one a d ju s te d  proper ly .

Collar b u t to n s  h a d  a way of fly ing o u t  of P a ­
pa’s fingers, a n d  my jo b  was to  w atch  a n d  see 
which way they flew, a n d  re tr ieve th e m  if pos­
sible. I always h o p e d  they w o u ld  ro ll  u n d e r  the 
bed or dresser ins tead  of dow n  the fu rnace  regis­
ter, where they w o u ld  certa in ly  be lost forever.

Because of this “o rdea l  by co l la r” P a p a  tr ied 
to wear the  sam e one  two days if possible. I can 
see him yet, cons ider ing  yes terday’s sh ir t ,  h o p e ­
fully scru tin iz ing  the  sti l l-attached collar; then, 
not qu ite  d a r in g  to  t ru s t  his ow n ju d g m e n t ,  he 
would go to the  h ea d  of the  stairs an d  call, “ M amie! 
Do you th in k  I cou ld  ge t  by w ith  this co l la r  again  
today?”

And from the  regions below  w ou ld  come M o th ­
er’s calm rep ly— always the  same: “ H o ld  it u p  to

the ligh t , Charlie. I f  it's d o u b t fu l— it's d ir ty !” W i th  
a resigned sigh, P a p a  w o u ld  reach  for a n o th e r  
collar.

A n d  all the years since then , M o th e r ’s hom ely  
words have re m a in e d  in  the  sto rehouse of m e m ­
ory to  c o n fro n t  me from  tim e to t im e w ith  the ir  
s tark  a n d  straight-laced t r u th — if a th in g  canno t  
s tand  the  ligh t it m u s t  be d o u b t fu l— bet te r  leave 
it alone.

I d o n ’t believe M other 's  vocabulary  he ld  such 
vague expressions as; P erhaps  no  one will notice; 
M aybe we can get by w ith  it  ju s t  this once; W ell,  
it doesn ’t exactly  harm on ize  w ith  o u r  beliefs, b u t  
o th e r  good  peop le  do it, so it  c a n ’t be too  im ­
p o r tan t ;  f t  m ay be shad ing  the  t r u th  a bit, b u t  . . .

“ T h e r e  is 1 1 0  such th in g  as a w hite  lie, K a th ry n ,” 
she to ld  me. “All lies are an  a b o m in a t io n  u n to  
the  L o rd — the Bible says so!” (H ow  1 cringed 
lrom  th a t  w o rd — a b o m in a tio n !  T o  this day I feel 
there  are lew things deserving of such scath ing  
d e n o u n c e m e n t— a m o n g  th e m  mice, snakes, a few 
of the  m ore  loa thsom e insects, a n d  of course, w ill­
ful sins of the  darkest type.)

T o  M o th e r  sin was never  a soft gray, b u t  a 
b lack  an d  ugly th in g  to  be  avoided  a t  al l  costs. 
N o r  was righteousness a shadowy m auve,  b u t  w hite  
as the  snow an d  b r ig h t  as the  noo n d ay  sun. N a r ­
row! Sm ug!  In to le ra n t!  Self-righteous!  do  you 
say?

W ell— 110  one ever loved a fallen g irl o r  a way­
w ard  boy w ith  gen t le r  com passion, o r  willingly 
spen t  m ore  hours  in  tearfu l intercession for  a soul 
w ho h a d  lost the way. N o  one cou ld  have  been  
freer  from  a censorious, critical, gossiping tongue  
o r  a ho l ie r - than - thou  a t t i tu d e .  M o th e r  sim ply  an d  
very qu ie t ly  p rac ticed  w ha t  she preached.

I th in k  she held  u p  to the  p u re  w hite  l igh t  of 
G o d s  W o rd  a n d  the H o ly  S p ir i t ’s lead ing  all 
th ings p e r ta in in g  to life an d  godliness, a n d  there 
ex a m in e d  th e m  to  the  best of h e r  u nders tand ing .  
If they stood the  test, well an d  good. I f  there 
was d o u b t ,  th a t  th in g  was to be let alone.

O n  the  day w hen  the u n d e r ta k e r  said, “She is 
ready. You m ay see h e r  now ,” my fa th e r  a n d  I 
s tood side by side look ing  dow n  in to  M o th e r ’s 
face for a long  time. W o rd s  were h a rd  to  find. 
P a p a ’s big h a n d  enclosed my own, com fortingly, 
a n d  o u r  tears fell in  th a t  q u ie t  l i t t le  room .

H n a l ly  I w hispered  achingly, " I f  only 1 could 
be m ore  like her! My lit tle ch i ld ren  need such 
a m o th e r !”

A nd  Papa  rep lied  q u i te  ir re levantly  (I t h o u g h t ) , 
with the h in t  of a tw inkle show ing  th ro u g h  his 
tears, “ R e m e m b e r  w h a t  she always to ld  m e a b o u t  
my collars— ‘H o ld  it u p  to the  ligh t— if i t ’s d o u b t ­
ful, i t ’s d i r ty ’? M aybe th a t  could  h e lp  you  w hen  
you  a r e n ’t sure w h a t  to  do  a b o u t  o th e r  things, too .”

F rom  r a th e r  dis­
h e a r te n in g  observa tion  at times, however, m y wife 
a n d  I have com e to the  conclusion  th a t  the  family 
th a t  "p rays” toge ther  m ay yet go shipw reck unless 
th a t  family also “plays” together.

I f  this sounds like the w atered-down ph ilosophy  
of a too m o d e rn  evangelical,  h o ld  steady for  a few 
paragraphs .  Anti if you are  also a pa re n t ,  take 
brief  inven to ry  of you r  ow n family activities an d  
the results of them.

W e have seven ch ild ren .  T h e  oldest is newly 
m arr ied .  T h e  nex t oldest is in college. O n e  is in 
h igh  school a n d  two arc in ju n io r  high. My n a m e ­
sake is a second g rader;  o u r  youngest,  a girl of 
four.  So w hile  we m ake  no pretense  of know ing  
all  the re  is to be know n  a b o u t  the  do  a n d  do  n o t  
aspects o f  C hr is t ian  p a re n th o o d ,  we have learned  
lessons w hich m ay prove re levan t to some of the  
less in i t ia ted .

I f  any one ru le  for being a successful m o th e r  an d  
fa the r  has em erged  from the  tr ia l  an d  e r ro r  of o u r  
family life, it is this: to win your  ch i ld ren  you m ust 
m ake them  feel you are  the  most w o n d erfu l  peop le  
in all the world. Discipline, of course, l i n t  give 
disc ip line m e a n in g  because it comes from two p eo ­
ple who give legs to  love, an d  h ea r t  to  happiness .

W e  have fallen far  shor t  o f  the  ideals w hich  
h in d s ig h t  now  gives to  us. B u t  we th a n k  G o d  for 
the  evidences just the  same of m ix in g  fu n  w ith  
fa i th  to lead  li t t le  m in d s  o u t  of the w onder-w orld  
of ch i ld h o o d  in to  the  reality  of a Chris t-centered  
life.

B o th  my wife a n d  I have taken  no te  since o u r  
ow n ch ildhoods  of C hr is t ian  hom es w hich  have 
succeeded, sp ir i tua lly  speaking, a n d  C hris t ian  
homes which have failed.

except to  say th a t  any p a re n t  is on  d ange rous  
g r o u n d  if the  th ings lie says, “ N o ,” to  are  n o t  o u t ­
ba lanced  by the  th ings  to w hich  he  says, “Yes.” 
B u t  I do  w a n t  to em phasize  tha t ,  in  my o p in io n ,  
successful C h r is t ian  p a r e n th o o d  involves id e n t i f i ­
ca tion  w ith  the  ch i ld  in all the  deta ils  a n d  delights  
of life.

From earliest ch i ld h o o d  we have f o u n d  t im e  to 
lill each day with  a t  least a few m o m e n ts  of family 
frolic: long hikes th ro u g h  the woods w h ich  su r ­
r o u n d  o u r  house, picnics a lo n g  some n ea rby  w a te r ­
way, p a r lo r  games, a n d  a family fu n  n igh t,  w h e n ­
ever my hectic schedule  w o u ld  allow. O u t  of these 
b r ig h t  th reads  we have in te rw oven  the  m ore  som ­
ber s trands  of family responsibili ty .

The result? O n e  by one— a n d  to G o d  be all the 
glory!— we have seen o u r  c h i ld ren  com e to the  
L o rd  a n d  iden tify  themselves as posit ive Chris t ians .

Call it co inc iden ta l  if you m ust ,  b u t  I  a d d  tha t  
no t one  of these ch i ld ren  m a d e  profession of faith  
in a p u b l ic  evangelistic  m eeting .  E ach  m e t  the 
Saviour e i th e r  a t  my wife’s knee  o r  a t  my own.

W e have trave led  th o u san d s  of miles together,  
0 11 a b u d g e t  th a t  d id  n o t  so m u c h  as p e r m i t  the 
re n t in g  of a lake side cab in  for a week. Instead, 
thanks  to  the  A m erican  p ro ce d u re  of  so m uch  
do w n  a n d  so m u c h  a m o n th ,  we b o u g h t  a n  inex­
pensive tent.  W i th  it we’ve ca m p e d  in  the  m o u n ­
tains, a t  N iaga ra ,  o u t  in  the  desert,  a n d  alongside 
G ra n d  Canyon.

Some of o u r  m ost m e m o ra b le  occasions in  fami­
ly devotions have com e o u t  in the  fresh b re a th  of 
na tu re ,  a C h r is t ian  family en joy ing  to g e th er  those 
profuse  m agnif icences the L o rd  has p rov ided ,  but 
which so few take t im e to  enjoy.

O n e  m orn ing ,  for exam ple ,  a g ia n t  sequoia 
form ed the  b ac k g ro u n d  for, “ B u t  g row  in  grace, 
a n d  in the  know ledge  of o u r  L o rd  a n d  Saviour 
Jesus C h r is t ,” as we told o u r  ch i ld ren ,  “ I t  gives 
the L o rd  m u c h  p leasure  to  create  one  of  these 
g rea t  trees, b u t  n o t  near ly  so m u c h  p leasure  as 
w hen  H e  sees the  b u i ld in g  of a b e a u t i fu l  Christian 
life.”

E ven  in  fa m ily  w orsh ip  we have  t r ie d  to  inter­
sperse th e  aspect o f  play. In s tea d  of  re a d in g  the 
Bible w i th o u t  com m en t ,  we re la te  it to  the  natural
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events of ch i ldhood ,  a n d  of the  rap id ly  passing 
year: the exc i te m e n t  of a ball gam e, the  fu n  you 
can have at a fr iend 's  house, o r  w hen  he comes to 
yours, w hatever  even t  of the  day  casts any  shade 
of m ean ing  u p o n  the  p o r t io n  being  read. For, 
again an d  aga in ,  the  in t ro d u c to ry  ligh t touch  
would gain  a n d  h o ld  a t te n t io n  for  the  d ee p er  
meanings w h ich  m ig h t  o therw ise  be missed.

Sometimes, frankly ,  we have  w o n d ered  if o u r  
emphasis on  ta k in g  the  happ iness  a p p ro a c h  m ig h t  
be overdone. L ike  the  time, for exam ple ,  w hen  
one of o u r  boys exc la im ed : “ You d o n ’t  seem like 
our parents sometimes! Y ou’re just like one  of us!’’ 

But there was also the  day w hen  a n o th e r  of o u r  
children, in a so lem n m o m e n t ,  said, “You sure feel 
sorry for kids w h o  d o n ’t have  a fam ily  like ours. 
No w onder they c a n ’t u n d e r s ta n d  why us k ids are 
all Christians.’’

Draw y ou r  ow n  conclusions. R e s t  assured, too, 
that ou r  fam ily  life has n o t  been  sp a re d  its share 
of blemishes. B u t  do  be wise e n o u g h  to  face, as 
we have faced, the  fact th a t  a long, lo n g  b r idge  
spans the gap  be tw een  c h i ld h o o d  a n d  you. O nly  
as you reach across this b r idge to y o u r  ch i ld ren

H e  
was from  an  u n c h u rc h e d  h o m e  a n d  h a d  begun  
com ing  to  my class only  as a resu lt  of d a t in g  this 
girl.  H e r  paren ts ,  m em bers  of o u r  church ,  h a d  been 
pe rm i t t in g — even encourag ing— h e r  to engage in 
some activities an d  associate w ith  some peop le  tha t  
he  felt were indiscreet.  H e  was d is a p p o in te d  in  his 
girl  f r ie n d ’s p a ren ts  an d  w o ndered  if I w o u ld  talk  
to them . T h i n k  of it! A boy w ith o u t  a C hris t ian  
backg round  q u es t io n in g  the  good ju d g m e n t  of his 
sweetheart 's  m o th e r  an d  father,  w ho  were m em bers  
of the  church .  H e  is earnestly  look ing  for the 
C hr is t ian  way of life. 1 only  h o p e  a n d  p ray  he 
finds it.

I cou ld  go on  r e la t in g  o th e r  such incidents,  b u t  I 
will m e n t io n  only  one more, h av ing  to do  w ith  
a n o th e r  g irl— the qu ie t ,  a lm ost t im id  type. She has 
li t t le  o r  no  en c o u rag em en t  from  h e r  paren ts  as far 
as ch u rch  is concerned. H e r  people  seem to th in k  
she is r a th e r  o d d  because of h e r  fa i th  a n d  convic­
tions. T h e y  have to ld  h e r  th a t  re ligion is “all in 
the  h ea d .” I t  is ju s t  som e th ing  th a t  she has 
d rea m ed  up .  B u t  she keeps coming. M an y  times 
she has w aited  for  m e af te r  class, asking if she 
m ig h t  sit w ith  me in  church . “ I h a te  to sit a lone ,” 
she says, or, “ I wish my m o th e r  were here  to sit 
w ith  m e!” I realize this bew ildered  teen-ager has 
leaned  on m e alm ost to a n  a b n o rm a l  degree, b u t  
she needs someone. “ O h, I c o u ld n ’t ta lk  to  my 
m o th e r !” she exc la im ed to m e the  o th e r  day. A nd  
so I w onder,  W il l  this girl survive in this sp ir i tua l  
endeavo r— alone?

Parents ,  I wish you could  ju s t  peek in to  my class­

room  some Sunday  m o rn in g .  You w o u ld  see a 
g ro u p  of eager, restless, searching, p l iab le  p r o m ­
ising h u m a n  beings. O n e  of th e m  belongs to you, 
your  very ow n  gift f rom  heaven , a son o r  d au g h te r .  
H o w  blessed you are!

B u t  teen-age is a d ifficult p e r io d  in  life. R e ­
m em ber?  T h e se  youngsters  are try ing  to  find th e m ­
selves, g ro p in g  a ro u n d ,  yea rn in g  for  som e th ing  
th a t  will satisfy. T h e y  are very im pressionable .  
T h e y  still have th e ir  ideals, th e i r  hcros, th e ir  ex ­
am ples— w h e th e r  fancied  o r  real. T h e y  are  no t  
finished p roducts .  T h e i r  destinies are at stake. 
’W here  do they go from  here?

Yes, too  m a n y  of the  p rob lem s my teen friends 
are sha ring  w ith  me have to do  w ith  h o m e  s i tu a ­
tions a n d  lack of p a re n ta l  u n d e r s ta n d in g  a n d  in ­
terest. M ost o f  th e m  are  n o t  ask ing  for th ings  th a t  
m oney  can buy. T h e y ’re ask ing  for  the  love an d  
w a rm th  a n d  security  of a C h r is t ian  hom e. A nd ,  
m o the rs  a n d  fathers , you  c a n ’t afford  n o t  to  give 
it to  them . Give y o u r  c h i ld ren  a C h r is t ia n  her i tage  
an d  y o u ’ve g iven th e m  the  grea test  treasu re  in  life.

T h e r e  is no  conceivable way to es t im ate  the  p o ­
ten tia l  th a t  is w ra p p e d  u p  in  this S unday  school 
class of m ine .  My su p rem e  p u rp o se  is to  in tro d u c e  
th e m  to the  M as te r  T e a c h e r  a n d  to try to  instill 
w i th in  th e m  H is  teachings a n d  H is  practices.

HERE is unifying- fa i th  th a t  is un e rr in g ,  u n y ie ld ­
ing, unfailing, a n d  unfe igned .

In Lois there was expec ta tion:  Chr is t  to  her! She 
had faith tha t  H e  w ould  come. L it t le  is know n  of 
this g randm other ,  since h e r  n a m e  appears  now here  
else in the New Testam ent.  I t  m ig h t  he supposed  
that her age p e rm i t te d  h e r  to he in th a t  early 
group that w aited  for the  Messiah, the Prom ised  
One.

W hether she saw H i m  in H is youth ,  h ea rd  H im  
in His m anhood ,  o r  knew  H im  in H is  d e a th  on 
the Cross, we know  not.  Vet she h a d  fa i th  th a t  
He would come.

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WAR, DISTRESS OF NATIONS 
... and THE PRINCE OF PEACE

JESU S p la in ly  to ld  us ot' the  tragic calam ities th a t  
w ou ld  come u p o n  the in h a b i ta n ts  of this world. 
H e a r  H im :  “A n d  ye shall h e a r  of wars a n d  r u ­
m ours  of wars: see th a t  ye be n o t  t ro u b le d :  for 
all these things m u s t  come to pass, b u t  the  end  
is n o t  yet” (M atthew  24 :6 ) .

A ccord ing  to  a recen t study of history  the  C a n a ­
d ia n  A rm y J o u rn a l  reveals the  fo llow ing fan tastic  
figures concern ing  m a n ’s evil, depraved , w arlike 
n a tu re :  “Since 3600 B.C., the  w orld  has know n  
only 292 years of peace. D u rin g  this same per iod  
there  have been  14,531 wars, large a n d  small, in 
w hich  th ree  (3) b il l ion  an d  640 m il l ion  people  
have been killed. T h e  value of the  des truc t ion  
w ou ld  pay for a go lden  be l t  a ro u n d  the  w orld  
a b o u t  100 miles w ide a n d  33 feet thick! Since 650 
B.C., the re  have been  1,656 arm s races, only  16 
of w hich  en d e d  n o t  in  war! T h e  r e m a in d e r  have 
te rm in a te d  in  the  econom ic collapse of the  c o u n ­
tries concerned .”

Since the  w orld  cast o u t  the  L o rd  Jesus Christ ,  
the “Prince of Peace,” by crucify ing H im  on  an  
“ O ld  R u g g e d  Cross” alm ost two th o u sa n d  years 
ago, there has n o t  been  one single year w ith o u t  
a w ar  somewhere, history  affirms. In  fact, in  the 
last 500 years E n g la n d  has engaged  in  78 wars; 
France, 71 wars; the  N e the r lands ,  23; Spain, 61; 
Austr ia ,  52; G erm any, 23; Italy, 25; C h in a ,  11; 
D enm ark ,  20; Sweden, 26; P o land ,  30; Russia , 61; 
T u rk e y ,  43, a n d  J a p a n ,  9. E u ro p e a n  n a t ions  alone 
engaged  in  74 wars d u r in g  the  life tim e of the  first 
gene ra t ion  b o rn  in  the  tw en t ie th  century . Even 
A m erica  in  its short history  has h a d  13 wars. A n d  
so “m a n ’s in h u m a n i ty  to m a n ” con t inues  to  shed 
h u m a n  blood.

A nd  today as I write, we seem to be on the 
very verge of war. T h e  n ex t  even t m ay be  a co­
lossal struggle for  existence. W h o  can tell? T h e  
th re a t  of a n n ih i la t io n  hangs over us like a d a rk  
cloud. T h e  earliest a tom ic b o m b  was a c rude  and  
p r im it ive  type in  com parison  to the  p resen t hy ­
d rogen  a n d  coba lt  bombs. T h e  first k illed  150,000 
m en, wom en, a n d  ch i ld ren  in  one  explosion. B u t  
today we have stockpiles of bom bs far  m ore  deadly  
an d  devasta ting . K hrushchev  boasts th a t  Russia  
has sufficient bombs, an d  bom bers  to del iver  them , 
to w ipe o u t  of existence the  W este rn  n a t ions  an d  
send them  to obliv ion. O f  A m erica  he  has said,

“ W e will b u ry  you .”
T ru ly ,  this is the  day of “distress o f  n a t io n s .” 

H e a r  the  w ords of Chris t  aga in : “A n d  the re  shall 
be signs in  the  sun, a n d  in  the  m oon ,  a n d  in  the 
stars; a n d  u p o n  the  earth  distress of na t ions ,  w ith  
perp lex ity ;  the  sea a n d  the  waves roa r ing ;  m e n ’s 
hearts  fa i l ing  th e m  for fear, a n d  for  look ing  af te r  
those th ings  w h ich  are  com ing  on the  earth:  for 
the  powers of heaven  shall be sh a k e n ” (Luke  
21:25-26). Flow descrip tive of the w orld  today! 
Distress o f  nations, w i th  p erp lex i ty !  T h e  w ord  
“distress” in  the  o r ig ina l  m eans  l i tera lly  “ to be 
pressed on  all sides.” A n d  the  w ord  “ p e rp le x i ty ” 
— uporia— m eans “ no way o u t . ”

C an  you conceive of a m o re  com ple te  s ta tem en t  
a b o u t  o u r  day an d  t im e th a n  is h ere  set forth? 
T h e  pressures are  on  from  all  sides; o ne  crisis 
follows an o th er .  D ip lom a ts  a n d  s ta tesm en  are  in 
a frenzy of perp lex ity .  O n e  day  it  is the  Congo, 
th e n  the  M idd le  East, th e n  Laos, C uba ,  South  
A m erica, the  Berl in  crisis, a n d  back  to  Israel and 
the Arabs, no t  to forget L e b a n o n  a n d  T ib e t ,  and 
m any  o th e r  areas of t ro u b le  of very recen t years. 
T h e  “co ld” w ar  gets h o t te r  a n d  h o t te r  w ith  sud ­
den  shifts to new places of aggressive warfare. 
H o rr ib le  fear grips us daily. A Satan-insp ired  
d ic ta to r ,  w ith  hellish madness, cou ld  d r o p  missiles 
to  set the  w orld  aflame.

B u t  a g rea t  coining even t is on  the  d iv in e  agen­
da, praise G od, w hen  the P r ince  of Peace returns. 
In th a t  g lorious day the  words of the  Psalmist 
will become a co m fo r t in g  reality, “ H e  m a k e th  wars 
to cease u n to  the  en d  of the e a r th ” (Psalms 46:9). 
“A n d  they shall b ea t  th e ir  swords [ in s trum en ts  of 
w ar a n d  des truc tion]  in plow shares  [ in s trum en ts  of 
a g r ic u l tu re  for p reserv ing  m an k in d ,]  a n d  their 
spears in to  p ru n in g h o o k s :  n a t io n  shall n o t  lif t up 
sword aga inst na t io n ,  n e i th e r  shall  they lea rn  war 
any m o r e ” (Isa iah  2 :4 ) .

T h e  day has tens on  w hen  “of the  increase of his 
[C hris t’s] g o v e rn m e n t  a n d  peace  the re  shall be no 
e n d ” (Isa iah  9 :7 ) .  W h a t  a g lor ious  day it will 
be w hen  “ the  desire of all n a t io n s  shall  com e”! 
W i th  J o h n  o n  the  Isle of P a tm o s  we w o u ld  pray, 
“Even so, come, L o rd  Je sus” (R eve la t ion  22:20).

T h i s  es tranged , wicked, fa llen  w orld  needs the 
re ign  of  Chris t ,  the  K ing  of Kings, the  L o rd  of 
Lords. A n d  the  R e v e la to r  said, “ Blessed a n d  holy
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Concerning the National Council o f Churches
BECAUSE inquiries are received from time to 
time by various departments and executives 
of our church concerning our relation to the 
National Council of Churches, the Board of 
General Superintendents issues the following 
statement:

The Church of the Nazarene is not a member 
of the National Council of Churches and does 
not support its program financially. We have 
never been a member of this organization. We 
know of no plans that are being considered or 
promoted among us to join this Council. In fact, 
such a move could not be made without the vote 
of the General Assembly.

From our earliest years we have endeavored 
to take our place in the fam ily of Protestant de­
nominations. For example, we have co-operated 
with the International Council of Religious Edu­
cation in using their curriculum and scripture 
lesson plans even from the days of Dr. P. F. 
Bresee, when Dr. E. F. W alker was writing our 
lesson exposition and comments. In subsequent 
years we have enjoyed complete freedom in the 
use and adaptation of this curriculum. We have 
actually changed certain lessons or topics at 
times or inserted a new  series of lessons (like 
the series on holiness) when desired, all in har­
mony with the policies of the interdenomina­
tional group. Historically, this group began its 
operation and services nearly one hundred years 
before the organization of the National Council 
of Churches.

Sim ilarly, we have co-operated with the United  
Stewardship Council for mutual benefit for 
nearly forty years. Our own former general 
secretary, Rev. E. J. Fleming, was one of the 
founders of this organization. In later years, 
several departments and auxiliaries of the 
church have purchased services and helps from 
various interdenominational organizations or 
hoards and have usually paid only nominal fees 
for the helps received. Frequently these services 
can be adequately provided only by the inter­
denominational board that affords us the service. 
Also, at the present writing, five or six of our 
sister holiness denominations are associated 
with one or more of these co-operative groups, 
even as we. In most instances, the groups that 
have served us eventually became associated ad­
m inistratively with the National Council of 
Churches. However, this has not involved us in 
membership or financial obligation with the 
parent organization.

Through all the years no interdenominational 
board with which we have co-operated has ever 
attempted to direct our policies or change our 
doctrinal position. We have kept our witness 
clear to the message of holiness and to the high 
ethical standards of God’s Word. We would 
despise no man who honors Jesus Christ as Lord 
and God, and we would he true to our God- 
given mission with sincerity, faith, and love.

D o n 't  
get jittery a n d  f ru s t ra ted  a n d  shaken  am ids t  w orld  
confusion, strife, war, fear, a n d  ca lam itous  events. 
“God is still on  the  th r o n e .” Psalms 23 is still in 
your Bible, a n d  th o u san d s  of d iv ine  promises are 
yours.

Christ said, “A n d  w hen  these th ings begin to

come to pass, then  look up,  a n d  li ft u p  y o u r  heads;

Typical Days in 
Carolina, Transvaal

If you could look outside my windows 

right now you would th ink  you were 
in a river house. I t  is ra in ing  torrents 
with ligh tn ing  and thunder.

At one-th irty  today we went to the 
location to a ttend  a funeral. I had 
seen the girl only twice, and had talked 
to her Friday. On Saturday she died. 
I went to the funeral with my local 
preacher, a woman, and the man 
teacher who is a friend of the family. 
Just after wc arrived a m an came to 
me and asked me to say a few words. 
Most of the people were strangers to 
me, and 1 scarcely knew what to sac. 
But the words of David came to me: 
“I cannot bring  him  back, bu t I can 
go to h im .”

I tried to poin t out the necessity of 
living daily in readiness to meet our 
M aker. Death docs not wait till old 
age. T h ere  was a large group there, 
and I trust God will use my few words 
to draw someone to Him .

Some could not understand whv I 
left the car and walked with the n a ­
tives to the grave. I was the only 
European in the group as we followed 
the body clown the streets. Men of all 
walks of life were in the procession: 
some well dressed with pressed suits, 
white shirts, coats, ties, and polished 
shoes; others in patched, worn clothing, 
shoes m ade from old autom obile tires; 
women in the latest W estern styles and 
in the oldest of African a ttire; some 
tall and straight, others old, stooped— 
but all sharing grief together. At the 
grave the native preacher again asked 
me to pray, and God helped me to 
pray a message to those two hundred 
fifty adults, some of whom have 
probably never heard  th a t Jesus died 
to save them . My opportun ity  was 
short. I prav God will use the words.

Many asked what church I rep re ­
sented. Many knew, for I have preached 
on these streets many times.

On the way hom e I visited a sick 
European friend. She is failing and 
will soon be with Jesus, for she is ready 
to meet Him. O ur times of fellowship 
and prayer together have been blessed.

It had begun to rain  and I knew 
I must leave soon, bu t read from God's 
W ord and prayed. H er m other cried 
at the door, and thanked me for my 
prayers. Yes, people of every race are 
hungry and needy. How I wish I 
could be in several places a t once— 
there is much to do! As these and 
others I have met who do not know 
God pass out in to  eternity, I wonder 
if I have been as faithful as I could 
have been in my witness. I pray God 
to make me more effective, to give me 
more strength and ability to win these 
people to Him . T here  arc so manv 
who do not know Him! My Afrikaans 
is not very good, and my Zulu is still 
not w ithout mistakes, bu t I pray that 
His Spirit shall shine ou t through mv 
life and show the people Jesus.

FOR CHRISTIAN ACTION
A  cancer specialist says that the 

facts about tobacco and lung cancer 
have been crystal-clear for at least 
the past seven years. According to 
A d v er tis in g  A ge  (January 29, 1962), 
Dr. Michael B. Shimkin, one of the 
senior directors of the National Can­
cer Institute, Bethesda, Maryland, 
had this to say about cigarette adver­
tisements: “In fairness to our chil­
dren the least the [tobacco] industry 
and our government should do is 
elim inate some of the sham eful ap­
peals from tobacco advertising, such 
as those that equate smoking with  
bravery, sexual virility and social 
status.”

Dr. Shimkin further points out that 
“something like $150,000,000 is now  
spent in the U.S. annually on adver­
tising tobacco.” He also calls atten­
tion to the fact that “tobacco itself 
and its products are not covered by 
regulations as either a food or a 
drug; tobacco seems to be immune 
to all controls except the immutable 
taxes.”

More than tobacco advertising, 
however, is misleading. Some time 
ago, according to S m oke S ignals  
(January-March, 1962), the magazine 
C osm opo litan  assigned a team of rep­
utable writers to do an article on 
environm ental causes of cancer.

When the manuscript was com­
pleted, the magazine’s editors asked 
the writers to add a statement to the 
effect that the cigarette-lung-canccr 
link was discredited. The writers re­
fused.

The article appeared, under a fic­
titious by-line, w ith two inserted  
paragraphs stating, “The cigarette 
seems all but exonerated” as a cause 
of lung cancer.

If the studen t is in 
the  lower 75 per cent of (hose taking the 
test, he is requ ired  to register for a four- 
hour course in “C ontent and Message of 
the O ld T estam ent.” A sim ilar p ro ­
cedure is followed w ith the  New T esta ­
m ent in the second semester. T h e  “C on­
tent and Message” courses arc taugh t by 
Dr. W illard  Taylor.

In  addition , a ll students are requ ired  
to take a course in “O ld T estam ent 
In troduction ,” taugh t by Dr. Harvey 
Finley, and one in “New T estam ent In ­
troduction ,” taugh t by Dr. R alph  Earle. 
Advance study is also provided in  both

Old and New T estam ents and each s tu ­
d en t selects twelve add itional hours from 
these courses. All students take a t least 
sixteen credit hours of B ible and  three- 
fourths of them  take tw enty-four credit 
hours, ou t of a to ta l of ninety-three hours 
th a t m ust be com pleted for graduation .

In  the  d istrib u tio n  of courses taught 
d u rin g  a semester, a t least one-th ird  are 
Bible courses. Of the  e ight full-tim e 
professors, three  are teaching wholly 
Bible courses. Also Dr. W. T . Purkiser 
teaches one course each sem ester in  the 
Biblical field.

T he Seminary is anxious to tu rn  back 
to the  church a Bible-centered m inistry.

Suffering for Christ’s Sake
S c r i i ' I t r i :  1 Peter 1—5 (Printed:

I Peter 1:12-19; 5:6-11)
G o l d e n  T e x t :  Yet if any ma n  suf fer 

as a Christian, let h im  not be ashamed: 
but let h im  glorify God on this behalf 
(I Peter 4:16).

T h in k in g  men in all ages have been 
challenged by the problem  of pain  and 
suffering. Philosophical speculation 
has not resolved the paradox and the 
mvsterv, c ither of this o r of the 
related problem s. T h e  C hristian  rev­
elation presents a suffering God. T he 
crucified Son of God subm its no 
reasoned answer to the problem , but 
exhibits His trium ph  over pain, a vic­
tory in which vvc are invited to share 
by faith.

These passages from 1 Peter, likewise, 
a ttem pt no reasonings hu t do w hat i-. 
infinitely  better. T hey first present 
some Facts fo r Faith to rest upon.

W hat are the facts? (1) "C hrist hath 
suffered.” We are no t alone. God is 
in  this with us. T h ere  appears in  the 
furnace the form of an o th er "like the 
Son of God.” H allelujah!

(2) W e are  "partakers of Christ's 
sufferings.” M oral evil brings anguish
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to the heart of a holy God. T h e  people 
of God identify w ith Him .

(3) Suffering may he "according to 
the will of God.” In  God's will there  
are safety, strength , purpose, final 
triumph.

(4) In it all, "he careth  for you.” 
How much? Let Calvary answer!

(5) We are called by “ the God of 
all grace, . . . un to  his eternal glory 
. . . after that ye [we] have suffered 
a while.” O ur destiny is e ternal. "O ur 
light affliction . . .  is bu t for a m o­
ment.”

(6) God will exalt us “in  due tim e.” 
He "tem pers the  wind to the shorn 
lamb." “ My Jesus knows just w hat I 
need!”

In the light of the facts, here are 
some A ttitudes fo r Overcomers:

(1) "T h in k  it not strange." We
must not expert a blanket im m unity
from hum an ills. And "th e  servant is
not above his Lord.”

(2) "Rejoice.” and "do not he
ashamed." Even the h itte r may be
sweet if He is in it with us. and if we 
are in it with Him .

(3) “Commit the  keeping of your
souls to him .” T ake  your hands off. 
Cease to struggle. "F ather, into thy 
hands 1 commend my sp irit.”

(I) "H um ble yourselves.” l’roud 
faultfinding d a im s that  we really 
deserve belter treatm ent.

(5) "Casting all your care upon 
him.” W orry m ars fellowship with
Christ and spoils His in ten tion  for us.
F. Ii. Meyer says th a t in this m atter 
"we are c ither libels or Bibles.” If 
Christ can carry pa rt of the  problem , 
why not all our care? In the  words of 
George H erbert, "P u t care into C hrist's 
bag!"

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Senior Citizens Wanted 
in Peace Corps

D on't envy youth its opportunities. 
If you arc th ink ing  of re tirem ent, and 
have a usable vocational skill, if you 
are physically fit and have a w illing­
ness to share your skill with those living 
in one of the countries of Africa; the 
Near, M iddle, or Far East; o r in  L atin  
America—then the Peace Corps would 
welcome your application. Already nine 
persons in the 60-70 age-group and 
eight in the 50-60 year bracket have been 
assigned to overseas projects by Peace 
Corps.

Prior to next Septem ber some 4,000 
m ore Peace Corps Volunteers will be 
assigned to various projects in th irty  
different countries overseas.

Cautions Churches Against 
“Architectural Vaudeville”

C l e v e l a n d , O h io  ( E P )  —T h e  dean o f  
H arvard Divinity School has warned 
against “architectural vaudeville” in 
the n a tio n ’s churches.

Much of w hat is wrong with church 
architecture, said Dr. Samuel H. M iller, 
is due to contem porary confusion both 
in faith  and in the arts.

“T here  is such a jum ble of forces 
from trad ition  and revolution that 
everything m an does tends to oscillate 
between im itations of the past or 
novelties which brashly deny it,” he 
declared.

Addressing the  N ational Conference 
on Church A rchitecture, Dr. M iller ad ­
vocated a style of church architecture 
which would create a sense of wonder.

A church, Dr. M iller said, should be 
a space set aside for sacred purposes, 
fram ed so as to “release its inner m ean­
ing and make us see its powerful, 
awesome, healing beauty."

On the Day of Pentecost, was the m iracle of tongues one of speaking or 
hearing? I was always taught it was in speaking, as everyone heard in  his 
native language. Recently it was explained as hearing. It was claimed that 
Peter’s sermon was heard in  their native tongue, w hile I claimed it was 
heard in Peter’s own language.

Actually, both in terpreta tions have 
been given, and both may be possible. 
Personally, I would take the view you 
state you have always heard. It seems 
to me qu ite  clear th a t the m iracle was 
a m iracle of speaking. 'Flic fart is. 
verse 4 says th a t they began “ to speak 
w ith o ther [the Greek helerais means 
foreign] languages” and not th a t the 
people began to hear in o th er lan ­
guages.

T h e  amazem ent of the crowds is 
described in verse 6 and is explained 
on the  basis th a t each m an heard
them  speak in his own language, and

the sixteen lingual groups a re  then 
nam ed. W hat they heard  was abou t 
"the  w onderful works of G od,” and 
not necessarily the speech of Peter. I t  
is q u ite  possible th a t Peter spoke in 
Greek, which w ould be understood by 
the m ajority  of a crowd in any 
M editerranean city. Peter’s speech was 
an explanation  th a t w hat had  been 
seen and heard  was the  fu lfillm en t of 
Jo e l’s prophecy th a t the  p o uring  forth  
of the Spirit in the  last days is for 
“all flesh,” every nationality  and lan- 
guagc-group.

The Bible says, “God is a Spirit.” Is l ie  just that or does He have a body 
like man? There are so many references to make me believe He is man, 
though holy and divine, as His Son.

You are probably confused by w hat 
are known as the “an thropom orphic” 
expressions of the Bible—th at is, refer­
ences to G od’s hand, feet, back, voice, 
breath , and so forth . You m ust re ­
m em ber that all these arc ways of 
describing w hat God does in term s we 
lim ited and finite hum an beings can 
understand. But you m ust not a ttem p t 
to literalize these descriptions, for the 
Scriptures also say that God roars like a 
lion (Hosea 11:10), and covers His 
people with His feathers and wings

What was the fruit Eve gave Adam to 
anything to do with the sex life?

T h ere  is no w arran t for identifying 
the fru it as an apple. T h e  Bible de­
scribes it as the fru it “of the tree of 
the knowledge of good and evil.”

E. F. Kevan says concerning this tree 
and the tree of life: “T hese trees need 
no t be regarded as m ysterious o r as 
possessing any physical or m aterial 
power of conveying life and knowledge. 
T h e ir  place here is as symbols of 
sp iritual realities. T h e  tree of the 
knowledge of good and  evil provided a 
test of m an’s loyalty and obedience to 
the will of his Maker. T h e  m eaning 
may simply be th a t the presence of 
this p roh ib ited  tree m ade m an aware 
of the d istinction between good and 
evil. B ut there would seem to be 
som ething m ore in it th an  this, espe­
cially in the ligh t of iii.22. (’And the 
Lord God said, Behold, the m an is b e ­
come as one of us, to know good and

(Psalms 91:4).
No, Jesus was expressing the most 

im po rtan t fact we can know about the 
n a tu re  of God when H e said, “ God is 
a Sp irit” (John 4:24) . Paul says, “ In 
him  we live, and move, and have our 
being” (Acts 17:28) ; and, “Now the 
Lord is th a t Sp irit” (II C orin th ians 
3:17). If it doesn’t seem to make sense 
to you, just m ark it down as one of 
the things you will understand  when 
the veil is lifted (I C orin th ians 13:12).
