1 rem em ber the art projects du r­

ing my elem entary school days.

I th ink  it was then  tha t I real­
ized G od had no plans for m e to  be 
an artist. Still, I recall the joy o f  ex­
p re ss in g  m y se lf  w ith  p a in t  a n d  
Crayolas, and  I am  rem inded o f  it as 
m y six-year-old  b rings h o m e  his 
“ m asterp ieces” from  school these 
days.

Art is a w onderful thing. It has the 
power to  lift us from our com m on 
day-to-day existence and  transport 
us to  the high and  lofty realms. In 
fact, I th in k  a r t  is am o n g  th o se  
things tha t Paul adm onishes us to 
look to  for relief in our tim es o f  tro u ­
ble, despair, o r dullness (Philippians 
4:8). I have spent m ore than  a few 
lunch hours walking the hallways of 
the  nearby  N elson A tk ins gallery 
ju st to  gain a sense o f  release from 
the hum drum  boredom  th a t occa­
sionally sets in.

I ’m n o t saying th a t  I’m  an  art 
critic or a connoisseur. I don ’t know  
th a t  I c o u ld  even  te ll you  w h a t 
m akes a piece o f  art great or com ­
m onplace. But there is som ething 
about staring at an old m aster and  
pausing to  w onder w hat the  artist 
was feeling and  th ink ing  when he 
laid those strokes dow n on canvas 
decades or centuries ago.

I appreciate the work o f  m any a rt­
ists, although I m ust ad m it th a t I 
could never figure ou t w hat Picasso 
was trying to  say through his weird 
use o f abstract figures.

A t th e  risk  o f  be ing  pegged as 
a conservative, unim aginative indi­
vidual, I m ust adm it tha t m y favor­
ite artist is N orm an Rockwell. His 
ability to  depict cam eralike realism 
was am azing , b u t w hat really  a t­
tracts me to  his work is the subject 
m atter— a fragile old w om an calm ly 
prays over her m eager lunch while 
to u g h -lo o k in g  young  m en  w atch  
from across the  table; a m o ther and 
h e r  b r o o d  o f  c h i ld r e n  p a r a d e  
th rough  the  house in th e ir  Easter 
splendor prior to  leaving for church

while dad sits in pajam as reading the 
Sunday m orning  paper.

I’m  not exactly sure, bu t I th ink  
the  d o m in a n t reason  b eh in d  m y

fondness for Rockwell’s art is that 
underneath  his paintings lies a sense 
o f  uprightness and  appropriateness, 
a sense o f  positive family values and  
morality. He depicted life as we re­
m em ber it from o u r childhood o r at 
least the way we would like to  re­
m em ber it.

(Philippians 4:8, NIV)

Perhaps tha t is why I find  m yself 
especially aggravated to  see the N a­
t io n a l  E n d o w m e n t fo r th e  A rts  
(NEA) funding such presen tations

as a photography exhibit by the late 
R obert M applethorpe, depicting ho­
m oerotic, sadom asochistic  images, 
as well as photos o f  nude children.

D id  you  k n o w  th e  N E A  p a id  
$15,000 o f taxpayers' m oney to  A n­
dres Serrano  for his photographs, 
one  o f  w hich dep ic ted  a crucifix  
subm erged in a j a r  o f  urine?

G ranted, the  NEA supports a lot 
o f  p o sitive  th ings. O f  th e ir  m ore 
than  80,000 grants th a t help to  fund 
s y m p h o n ie s  a n d  o th e r  c u l tu ra l  
events annually , on ly  a couple  of 
dozen have been singled ou t as be­
ing controversial.

Still, it is a sad day for society 
w hen obscenity and  blasphem y are 
displayed in the galleries o f  ou r na­
tion  under the guise o f  art.

All the m ore reason for C hristians 
to  value those persons w ith in  our 
co m m unity  w ho have been graced 
w ith the ta len t to  be artists. Check 
the expense ledger on alm ost any 
college cam pus and  you’ll find  that 
th e  g u lf  b e tw een  th e  a m o u n t  o f 
m oney being spen t on  developing 
budd ing  artists, as com pared  with 
developing the ath letic program , is 
vast.

Sure, I enjoy sports, bu t I m ust say 
tha t a dunked  basketball doesn 't a f­
fect m e the sam e as a beautiful wa- 
tercolor.

We o fte n  em p h a s iz e  th a t  G od 
calls som e to  the m ission field or to 
the pastorate, while neglecting the 
fact th a t He also  calls persons to 
paint, sketch, or do any n um ber of 
o ther things— from being a hom e­
m aker to  working in a factory.

In th is issue you’ll find  the art­
work o f  seven gifted persons who are 
using th e ir  G od-given ta len ts  and 
their honed skills to  brighten life for 
those o f  us around  them  who may 
be weary from  office work, making 
sales calls, or changing diapers. I be­
lieve G od is honored  and  p roud  that 
they are representing H im  so well 
an d  th a t they  w ere w illing  to  re­
spond to  His call. r+H

MEMO 
To Church Board Members:

The most substantial tax break pro­
vided to the minister is based on 

Section 107 of  the Internal Revenue 
Code (IRC) which states that the rental 

value o f  a parsonage, or a cash housing 
allowance, is not to be taxed as income 
to the minister. In the case o f  a housing 

allowance, the following conditions 
must be met:

(1) the amount is designated in 
advance in writing by the church 
board;

(2) it is actually used to provide a 
home (such provision includes furnish­
ings, utilities, yard care, etc.); and

(3) the amount spent does not ex­
ceed the fair rental value of such items.

Although the housing allowance is 
exempt from federal income taxes, it 
is includable when calculating Social 
Security tax.

This benefit is available only to a 
“ minister of the gospel.” Generally 
the tax code defines a minister as one 
ordained. A minister licensed by a 
recognized denomination who has the 
right to perform substantially all of the 
religious functions of an ordained 
minister would also be recognized.

Nazarene elders are, by definition, 
ministers of the gospel since their 
ordination fully invests them to per­
form all functions of the Christian 
ministry. In the case of a deacon, it 
may be necessary for the supervising 
elder to grant the deacon authority to 
perform sacerdotal duties while under 
his supervision.

More and more churches are recon­
sidering the issues in this complex 
area. Sometimes, these considerations 
are not made on the basis of the best 
information available. Detailed infor­
mation on the minister’s housing al­
lowance is available from the Pensions
office at no cost.

The Household of God

There are three m ajor life 
events— weddings, births, 
and funerals— that bring 

together any scattered family. Last 
weekend, m y husband’s family cel­
ebrated both  the wedding o f my 
brother-in-law, Steve, and  the bap­
tism  o f our infant daughter,
Rachel. A great-aunt and  uncle I 
hadn’t m et before, cousins, and  a 
m yriad o f  friends and  people asso­
ciated w ith one family or another 
congregated in San Diego to  cele­
brate.

As I fell exhausted into bed that 
night, the title phrase o f one o f  the 
wedding songs kept com ing to 
m ind— “We are a household o f 
faith.’’

I awoke hum m ing  the sam e tune 
and  dressed for the m orning  wor­
ship service where Rachel would be 
baptized. W hen m y husband, M i­
chael, and I were called forward, 
two sets o f  grandparents, one set o f 
great-grandparents, an  aunt, an u n ­
cle, and three first-cousins accom ­
panied us and  surrounded Rachel 
as the newest family member.

A m ong the words recited by the 
m inister, Reuben Welch, were 
these:

This child belongs to the 
kingdom  o f  G od and  belongs 
to the new covenant com m u­
n ity  o f  grace, the B ody o f  
Christ, d istinguished fro m  the  
world, and  united with be­
lievers in the household o f  
God.

There was tha t phrase again— 
the household o f  God. I looked out 
and  saw the faces o f m y family. 
T hen I glanced ou t in the congre­
gation and  saw form er teachers, 
college friends, and others. I real­
ized in tha t m om ent tha t I was 
looking at the household o f God. 
This household o f  faith was willing 
to  accept m y daughter w ithout

qualification. She has accom ­
plished nothing on behalf o f  the 
Church, given no money, and  has 
not yet com e to  an understanding 
o f  Jesus C hrist as Savior. Still, she 
is accepted, through baptism , as an 
insider in the C hristian co m m u ­
nity.

D uring the period o f  the Early 
Church, the household included 
im m ediate relatives, extended fam ­
ily, slaves, hired workers, tenants, 
and som etim es those who prac­
ticed a sim ilar vocation or trade. 
Welcome was also extended to  w id­
ows and  orphans. T he household 
was the basic econom ic un it o f  R o­
m an society tha t produced and  dis­
tribu ted  goods and  provided a 
place where children could be 
reared. W hen the New Testam ent 
letters refer to  the “house o f Ste­
phanas” or “Chloe’s people,” the 
reference is both  to  those who wor­
ship in a particular hom e and  to 
those who are a part o f  the daily 
workings o f tha t household. The 
Early C hurch understood that, 
w ithin its m em bership, there would 
be those w ho cam e in to  the house­
hold by choice, others by b irth  or

because o f  extended family rela­
tionships. W hile no one was com ­
pelled to  believe w hen the head o f 
the household  was converted, m ost 
followed and  identified  them selves 
w ith Christ. A nd new converts 
were regularly added to  the house 
churches. These groups were not 
closed or uniform . T he household 
o f  faith included people at various 
levels o f  com m itm ent.

This no tion  challenges o u r m od­
ern individualistic view o f evange­
lism. O ften we act as if  everyone is 
an  ou tsider unless he has publicly 
claim ed a conversion experience. I 
w onder w hat w ould happen  to  our 
churches if  we began to  include 
and treat all o f  the people tha t we 
interact w ith daily as a part o f  the 
household o f  faith? How w ould our 
neighbors feel abou t C hristianity  if 
we assum ed th a t they are people 
on the way to  deepened faith rather 
than  outsiders? If everyone who 
visited o u r churches left feeling as 
if  they already belonged, isn’t it 
possible tha t the  nu rtu re  o f  the 
C hurch and  the action  o f  the Spirit 
would m ove them  tow ard a deep­
ened faith over tim e? U ntil such a 
tim e as anyone chooses to  reject 
faith, we can accept and  nurtu re  
each new person as a b ro ther or 
sister in the household  o f  God.

Just before the sign o f  the cross 
was draw n w ith w ater on m y 
daughter’s forehead during  her 
baptism al rite, I prom ised to  help 
her to  know  th a t she is a child of 
God. She already has full access to 
G o d ’s household. Som eday she 
m ust choose to  affirm  her baptism  
because o f  her own faith. U ntil 
then, I’ll stand in the  gap for her 
and encourage her in  th a t direc­
tion. C an we do any  less for the 
others G od  has graciously placed 
in our lives as coheirs o f  the  house­
hold o f  faith? ^

How Can You Pray for an Hour?

Once again I had gone 
through the m otions.

W ith the sincerest o f m o­
tives, I in tended to  m ake prayer a 
priority. Yet, when I was done, I 
w asn’t at all sure just w hat it was 
that I prayed about. I would start 
off well, then seem to drift to  the 
Amen.

Has tha t ever happened to  you? 
Have you ever w ondered w hat it 
was you were supposed to  pray 
about during your quiet tim e with 
H im ? Three m inutes seems like a 
m anageable possibility, bu t 30 
m inutes is ano ther m atter! And 
some folks advocate an hour! W hat 
do you do for an hour?!

Finally, it daw ned on m e tha t in 
any activity a disciplined way o f 
doing things is the only way to  suc­
cess. To be good at tennis or pa in t­
ing takes dedication to  som e rou­
tine or m ethod.

So it is with prayer. A consistent 
approach keeps me balanced in my 
approach to  God. W ithout some 
guideline, it is too  easy to  concen­
trate on ju st one or two pet areas.

There are m any ways to organize 
ou r prayer times. O ne way o f or­
ganizing prayer stands out for its 
historical and  biblical significance 
and for its simplicity. I speak o f  the
A.C.T.S. m ethod. The “A” stands 
for adoration, the “C ” for confes­
sion, the letter “T ” for thanksgiv­
ing, and  “S” signifies supplication. 
A simple, easily rem em bered way 
to  pray in a biblical and balanced 
m anner. I need that!

Adoration
Som ething happens when I begin 

m y tim e with G od in adoration, 
worship, and  praise. For so m any 
years, I rushed in to  H is presence 
with one th ing on m y m ind, m y

needs and m y  requests. 1 do not re­
m em ber being taught how  to  praise 
and  adore o u r Heavenly Father 
with purpose and  clarity o f 
thought. How do I worship Him ?

Begin by taking tim e to  reflect 
on w ho He is, H is majesty, power, 
and  all-know ing presence. To con­
tem plate the m any facets o f  His 
character is to know w hat it m eans 
to  “give w orth” to  God, or in o ther 
words, to  worship.

A.C.T.S. is a 
balan ced , 
discip lined  w ay  
of praying.

We m ight spend tim e in the 
Psalms. O ne w riter suggests reading 
Psalm  98 through 108, one each 
day for two weeks (Ogilvie, Power 
o f  Prayer). A no ther au tho r finds 
Psalm s 8, 19, 23, 46, 95, and  100 
especially helpful (Hybels, Too 
B usy Not to Pray). By searching 
the Psalm s yourself, you m ay find 
som ething excitingly different and 
ju st right for you!

The m ost helpful idea I have 
used was shared by a dear friend. It 
is to  adore the Lord by working my 
way through the alphabet. Som e­
tim es I use nouns and  at o ther 
tim es they tu rn  ou t to  be adjec­
tives. For exam ple, I m ight begin 
by saying, “Lord, today 1 adore 
You, for You are a lm igh ty  and  yet 
m y advocate. You are boundless 
love and  m y blessed redeemer.” . . .  
I th ink  you get the idea. By keep­
ing a journal, I can go back each 
day, noting where 1 left off, and 
also expand m y “adoration  vocab­
ulary.”

Confession
O ne aspect o f  confession is “pro­

fession.” It is professing th a t Jesus 
C hrist is truly G od. In the ir excel­
lent little book. Praying, Bobb 
Biehl and  Jam es Hagelganz pu t it 
this way: “T he starting  po in t o f 
confession— true  confession— is to 
profess Jesus to  be G od. This con­
fession canno t be m ere words. It 
m ust be the result o f  a deep con­
viction tha t He is o u r only source 
o f  eternal hope and  salvation. At 
the heart o f  this kind o f  confession 
is the idea th a t we can n o t m ake it 
on o u r own. As hum ans, we can do 
absolutely no th ing  to  save o u r own 
souls. We are entirely and  absolute­
ly dependen t on H im ” (p. 32). I 
need to  declare this tru th  tim e and 
again.

A nother aspect o f  confession is 
agreeing w ith G od concerning our 
condition . It is the w illingness to 
forgive, unconditionally, and  to 
seek to  be forgiven, w henever such 
needs are po in ted  ou t by His Spirit. 
O ur Wesleyan heritage does not de­
clare th a t it is im possible  to  sin, 
bu t tha t it is possible  no t to  sin! 
There is a big difference. My opin­
ion is, if  som ehow  we could learn 
to  live and  pray confessionally in 
the spirit o f  1 John 1:6— 2:2, it 
would go a long way to  setting the 
Holy Spirit free in ou r m idst.

Next m on th  we’ll work on 
Thanksgiving and  Supplication. 
W hy no t at least a ttem p t this 
m onth  to  develop a consistent pat­
tern  o f  adoration  and  confession as 
you begin your prayer time? Try 
working your way through the al­
phabet in adoration. T hen  write 
ou t a prayer o f  confession, includ­
ing the elem ents o f  “profession” 
and  “agreeing.” How exciting it is 
to  build a powerful prayer life! ^

ust w hen you though t you had 
it all together. Surprise! From 
ou t o f  now here com es an  act 

or attitude th a t is to tally  ou t o f  char­
acter w ith w hat you th ink  you are as 
a Christian.

“W here did th a t com e from? W hy 
did I do it? If I could be tha t weak 
in an unguarded m om ent, am  I re­
ally saved, m uch less sanctified 
wholly?”

Satan, the father o f  lies, insid­
iously slips subversive ideas in to  
your head. “O f course you are no t a 
Christian. You are a hypocrite! 
Christians d o n ’t have those feelings. 
Christians d o n ’t do those things. 
Christians are always the best exam ­
ples. Holiness people are perfect.
They never sin.”

Surprise!!!
Surprise! Surprise! Suprise!
John Wesley calls them  “surprise 

sins.” They are tim es o f  falling short 
of G o d ’s perfect s tandard  o f  holi­
ness. BUT T H E Y  A RE N O T SINS 
“PROPERLY SO CA LLED ” because 
they lack the im p o rtan t ingredient o f 
“willfulness.”

Wesley m akes a d istinction  be­
tween surprise sins th a t spring from 
willful spiritual laziness or from ig­
noring danger signs along the way, 
and surprise sins th a t result from an 
innocently  unguarded m om en t o f  
one wholly com m itted  to  Christ.

For exam ple, one w ho fondles 
m oney in a cash register at the end 
o f  a sales day con tem plating  how to 
steal w ithout getting caught would 
no t be innocen t o f  sin if  one day the 
opportun ity  to  steal arrived, and  to  
his “surprise,” he did!

O ne w ho knowingly lives as close 
as possible to  the edge o f  a question­
able activity m ay be surprised w hen 
tem pta tion  overtakes him . T his per­
son is guilty o f  sin before the act is 
fulfilled, and  his need is forgiveness

and  cleansing by the blood o f Jesus 
Christ.

O n the o ther hand, it is possible 
to  break a co m m an d m en t such as, 
“T hou shalt no t lie,” w ith no 
though t o f  bearing false witness.

A pastor had resigned his church. 
A neighboring pastor had been 
called to  th a t church. The newly 
called pastor asked the form er pastor 
no t to  tell anyone o f  the call because 
he had not yet inform ed his own 
congregation tha t he was moving. At 
a district gathering the first pastor 
was asked if  he knew w ho had been 
called to  follow him . “No,” he an ­
swered, “I d o n ’t know a thing.” In­
stantly the  Holy Spirit checked tha t 
pastor. Im m ediately he searched out 
the inquisito r and  apologized saying, 
“T he tru th  is, yes, I do know, bu t it 
is a confidence, and  I am  sorry that 
I canno t tell you w ho it is.”

This pastor’s m otive was no t to  
bear false witness. It was to  keep a 
confidence. He had a pure m otive

bu t a poor judgm ent. Once enlight­
ened by God, his instan t response 
was to  go and  set the  m atter right. 
R ather than  being an exam ple o f 
spiritual im perfection, his behavior 
becam e an  excellent exam ple o f 
C hristian perfection. He w anted 
nothing to  stand between him self 
and  God. N ot even an honest m is­
take.

Yes, you fell short o f G o d ’s stan­
dard. Yes, in a strict black and  white 
legal sense you violated a co m m an d ­
m ent o f  G od. A nd it is exactly at 
this po in t where ou r Wesleyan theol­
ogy dram atically differs from Cal­
vinism.

C alvinism  says tha t anything less 
than  absolute perfection is sin. Since 
absolute perfection is im possible in 
this life, we all sin everyday in 
thought, word, and  deed.

W esleyanism says perfection is not 
a m atter o f  how we act, it is a m atter 
o f  faith. Sin is a “willful transgres­
sion against a know n law o f God.” 
An absentm inded, unp lanned  re­
sponse to  an unguarded m om ent 
m ay send you reeling to the prayer 
closet pleading, “Father, forgive me, 
for I have sinned.”

Theologically, w hat you are pray­
ing is, “O G od, I am  so sorry I blew 
it. My rem orse is so great because I 
love You so m uch. Please, G od, ac­
cept m y apology.”

A nd the Wesleyan concept o f 
G od’s response is not tha t He finds 
you guilty o f  sin and  dem ands re­
pentance bu t tha t in love He says, 
“My child, our love for each o ther is 
perfect and  unbroken. I know  w hat 
happened. I know  your heart. I do 
no t condem n you. G et up. Dust 
yourself off. Keep the victory. Keep 
walking with Me. O ur fellowship is 
unbroken.”

W hat a divine surprise o f  relief for 
ou r load o f  false guilt. ^

ow the m ighty have fallen. 
Last fall m y wife surprised 
m e by telling m e she had 

b o u g h t tw o tick e ts  to  th a t  w eek’s 
record-b reak ing  $55 m illion  grand  
prize in the Florida lottery. H er words 
num bed me. My wife, Kay, the pillar 
o f  spiritual propriety and  econom ic 
conservatism , the financial Scrooge 
who m akes Jack Benny look like a 
p h ilan th ro p is t. . . and  I thought I had 
com pletely figured her ou t after 16 
years o f  marriage.

The ethical purist th a t I am , my

th e  im m o ra lity  o f  th e  s ta te  sa n c ­
tioning gam bling as a regressive form 
o f taxation— “people will th ink  I am  a 
hypocrite.” W hen the lottery w ent on 
the ballot for legalization in Florida, I 
was one o f  the leading opponents o f 
its passage. I had w ritten articles and 
le tters in the  papers and  had co n ­
ducted several television interviews.

She reiterated tha t no one saw her 
buy the tickets, we could give them

* T-

First response o f  course was “Did any­
body see you?” She reassured m e o f 
the privacy o f  the transaction , and  I 
instructed her th a t absolutely no one 
was to  know  w h a t she h ad  done: 
friends, family, ch u rch , neighbors, 
ch ild ren , ta lk  ra d io — no one! She 
show ed  m e th e  tw o  lo tte ry  slips, 
which I thought I would hide in m y 
Bible, bu t no, th a t m ight be sacri­
legious, so we hid them  in a can in the 
garage.

The next worry I expressed to  Kay 
was “W hat will people th in k  if  we 
win?” H aving lectured on all the evils 
o f  the lottery— the exploitation o f the 
poor, the prom oting o f covetousness, 
indolence, theft, and  corruption, and

aw ay if  we w on, an d  we p ro b ab ly  
w ouldn’t win anyway. “T he odds are 
so bad th a t it’s easier to  pick ou t one 
word in a 12-foot-high dictionary  or 
be struck by lightning 25 tim es in the 
sam e year.” Sem iconvinced tha t we 
w ould  lose, I still nevertheless was 
sm itten  for the next three days leading 
up  to  the Saturday night draw ing with 
a new disease I call “lo tto  lust.” The 
sym ptom s o f this disorder, which are 
precipitated by the purchase o f a lo t­
tery ticket, inc lude  d isco n ten tm en t 
w ith your present financial and  voca­
tional condition, com pulsive desires 
to  escape all cu rren t responsibilities, a 
Fixation w ith K ing Solom on as the 
m odel for no rm al C hristian  living, 
a n d  lastly , in te r m i t te n t  fa n ta s ie s  
about how you would spend the m il­
lions.

This initial bou t with lo tto  lust was 
qu ite  ja rring  for me. It did bring back 
the m em ories o f a m ind-set from my 
childhood, w hich occurred whenever 
I w ould  w atch the  te lev ision  show 
“T he M illionaire.” I rem em b er the 
unseen bu t heard, benign old philan­
thropist com m issioning M ichael An-

thony  to  bring a check for $ 1 million 
to  so m e  w o rth y  b u t unsuspecting  
soul. Even a t 10 years old, how I 
w ished tha t were me: knock, knock 
. .  . “ Is this the hom e o f Joey McAu- 
liffe? Joey, m y nam e is M ichael An­
thony, and I have a check here for you 
to sign for $ 1 m illion.”

Next, o f  course, to  the b latant greed 
and  covetousness th a t perm eates a 
lo tto  lust p a tie n t is the  incredible 
quan tity  o f  tim e this affliction con­
sumes. K ay an d  I norm ally spend one 
night a week as a date night where the 
two o f us go ou t and  talk about every­
th ing going on in our lives— the kids, 
church, friends, finances, meetings, 
devotions, sports, politics, and our re­
lationship. However, now that we had 
lo tto  lust, all ou r conversation was ab­
sorbed with w hat we would do with 
“the 55 m illion.” The hours passed by 
like m inutes, as we astonishingly pur­
sued the  top ic  as though  we really
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were going to  win.
The following day I concluded my 

m o rn in g  d e v o t io n s  p ra y in g  “ fo r 
God’s will to  be done” and  for “wis­
dom" if  G od w anted us to  win. I then 
went out for m y daily five-m ile jog. 
Normally I use this tim e to  pray for 
our church, m ed ita te  on  Scrip ture, 
and think abou t upcom ing  serm ons 
and articles. But no t th is  day— the 
day before the drawing. L otto  lust had 
provided m e w ith a w hole agenda for 
my run. There were m any details Kay

$55 m illion jackpot, and  because he 
had lo tto  lust too, we had a great talk 
although we neglected to discuss his 
m arital problem .

Finally  th e  day cam e an d  I was 
psyched. N aturally , we cancelled  a 
previously arranged d inner with some 
couples in the  church  so we could 
watch the big event on television. My 
next-door neighbor, however, brought

least a h a lf  m illion . N evertheless I 
prayed tha t G od would intervene so 
tha t we w ouldn 't have to  share our 
money. I told G od that o ther w inners 
m igh t no t use the  m oney  as righ ­
teously as we would. You know, keep 
the m oney in the K ingdom .

and 1 had left ou t o f  o u r previous 
night’s discussion. W ho w ould receive 
our tithe? Should we divide the tithe 
between several m inistries? W hat per­
cent should go to  offerings? Should 
her parents receive m ore or the sam e 
as mine? Should I qu it m y pastorate 
or stay on  in an  official b u t lesser 
role? Should we go back to  school? 
Where could we find tu to rs  for the 
children? W ould the neighbors th ink  
we were uppity  if we m oved? W here 
would we move? W ould w inning dis­
qualify m e from the m inistry? Should 
1 buy a new car, vacation hom e, air­
plane, electric golf c a r t  etc., etc.?

I fin ished m y run  and  was m ore 
confused than  ever. 1 told m yself tha t 
“this is ridiculous, I m ust forget about 
all this nonsense— 1 have to  w ork to ­
day.” L otto  lust was now  causing me 
to feel guilty for all the  tim e  I was 
wasting. L otto  lust was affecting my 
work as well. My m ind  began to  w an­
der adrift during  m y serm on prepara­
tion for Sunday and  m y counseling 
sessio n s. F o r tu n a te ly , o n e  o f  m y 
counselees brought up the topic o f  the

m e so m e new s th a t im p ac ted  m e 
m easurably tha t afternoon. He told 
m e th a t the state does not pay out the 
entire jackpo t all at once bu t over a 
p e rio d  o f  20 a n n u a l in s ta llm en ts . 
“ S till,”  he sa id , “ th e  w in n e r  w ill 
probably m ake about $2.5 m illion a 
year.” C ou ld  we live on that?  I re­
m em bered a m ovie I had seen on tele­
vision tha t week where Burt Reynolds 
said, “Well, you know, $30 m illion 
w on’t buy you w hat it used to.” N one­
theless I figured we could get by.

T hen  1 began to  worry that m aybe 
several others would have the same 
num bers as Kay and  I, and we would 
have to  share the jackpot. I hoped that 
there would be no m ore than  five o th ­
ers, tha t way Kay and  I would have at

Finally, 11 p.m . cam e and  w ithin a 
m atter o f a few seconds the w inning 
n um bers were draw n. Between our 
two tickets, only one o f ou r num bers 
cam e up. We had lost. “I told you we 
w ouldn’t win,” were K ay’s consoling 
remarks. “Well, it’s probably ju st as 
well,” I m um bled. “Now at least no­
body will th ink  we’re hypocrites.” Not 
w anting to  dwell too  long on that re­
m ark, I apologized to  Kay and  G od 
for m y recent behavior.

A year has nearly passed, and  I'm  
glad to  report tha t lotto lust is no lon­
ger a problem  in m y life. U nfortunate­
ly it is a growing phenom enon  that 
plagues m illions in our country. Lotto  
lust is very deceptive in tha t its initial 
appearance is quite innocuous if  not 
altogether fun. Yet its fruit is rotten to 
the core. Lotto  lust breeds greed, self­
ishness, and  envy while consum ing 
countless hours o f  thought. Its one 
virtue is to expose the tru th  tha t “the 
heart is m ore deceitful than  all else 
and is desperately sick; w ho can u n ­
derstand it?” (Jerem iah 17:9, NASB). 
Obviously the Lord, but now I know 
m ine a little m ore as well. ^

The Wise Builder

he Gospel of Matthew, in chap­
ters 6 and 7, records the Sermon 
on the Mount preached by Jesus 

the Christ. In this sermon, Jesus re­
veals to us the nature of life in His 
kingdom. It is the revelation of deep 
and true spiritual principles and rela­
tionships. Jesus concludes the message 
with a parable about the importance of 
the foundations on which we build life. 
This parable has extra em phasis be­
cause it is the conclusion of this pow­
erful message.

Now that you have heard my words, 
said Jesus, they should be followed by 
wise and positive action.

Jesus had spoken of the destructive­
ness of sin, of repentance, of Christian 
love, and of fidelity. He reveals faith as 
active and speaks of obedience as a re­
sult of faith. Jesus emphasizes prayer.

Now His final words concern the 
foundations of the Christian life. He 
speaks of making wise decisions and 
taking careful steps to build an endur­
ing and successful life.

One of the foundations for the 
C hristian  life is the Book of 
God, the Bible. This is G od’s 

revealed and dependable Word con­
cerning him self and His redem ptive 
work for humanity. There is no substi­
tute for His Word. No other explana­
tion, no other great piece of literature 
can replace the Bible.

The Bible reveals G od’s standard 
of conduct for all human society. The 
Word sets patterns for moral values 
of honesty, for family relationships, 
for sexual purity, and community liv­
ing.

The Bible is the only revelation of 
G od’s redemptive plan for the fallen 
race. It reveals the eternal God sending 
His own Son, Jesus Christ, to taberna­
cle in human flesh and dwell among 
us, and then to becom e the Paschal

Lamb for the redemption and reconcili­
a tion  o f all who tru st in H im . The 
Bible also explains that Jesus suffered 
outside the gate “that he might sanctify 
the people with his own blood’’ (H e­
brews 13:12). Jesus calls the wise to 
heed His Word; to build their thoughts 
and actions and relationships on the 
principles and truths of the Word of 
God that He reveals.

It is imperative for our time that we 
turn to G od’s Word. It is not out of 
date. It is relevant to every circum ­
stance of our modem society and is de­
pendable for mankind to live on this 
earth and essential for us to go to heav­
en.

a nother building stone that is essen- 
/ %  tial for all of us is faith in Jesus 

1  X  Christ. There is no other R e­
deemer. There is no other Reconciler. 
There is no other Savior. “There is no 
other name under heaven given among 
m en by w hich  we m ust be sa v e d ” 
(Acts 4:12, RSV).

Jesus Christ is the never-failing and 
everlasting sure Foundation. Jesus in­
dicated that it is essential to “believe in 
Him.” Faith in Jesus is the deep foun­
dation of trusting in and living in Jesus, 
the Christ. It is more than an emotional 
hope that closes its eyes and jumps into 
the darkness.

F a ith  is b e liev in g  in the eternal 
Christ, it is walking in the light of His 
Word. It is assurance of the promise of 
His presence, His grace, and His love. 
Through His victory we have victory, 
through His resurrection we have res­
urrection. "Oh, for a faith that will not 
shrink!"

We can include Jesus in all of our 
decisions. We can trust Jesus with our 
lives. Jesu s, in the Serm on on the 
M ount, tells us, “Do not be anxious 
about your life, what you shall eat or 
what you shall drink, nor . . . what you 
shall put on. . . .

esus said. “Go and make disciples 
of all nations" (M atthew  28:19). 
Those words, known as the Great 

Commission, have shaped the mission 
and destiny of the Church of  the Naza­
rene from the beginning. We not only 
take them seriously but also apply them 
universally. For  us, "a l l  the w o r ld "  
refers to our neighbors next door just as 
much as to those who live in distant 
lands. This has required  s tew ardsh ip  
equal to our task.

To support the G reat C om m iss ion  
we have accepted local, district, region­
al, and w orld  responsib il i t ies  W hile  
the G a llup  s tud ies  w ou ld  ind ica te  a 
general acceptance of  this fourfold fi­
nancial accountabil i ty ,  there is some 
variation of  opinion on the way these 
funds should be spent. For example, a 
majority of  the district superintendents 
(68%) believe the amount spent for 
district ministries is about right 
while a majority of  the pastors 
(56% ) report they feel too little is 
spent on the local church. Two- 
th ird s  o f  the  la i ty  c o n s id e r  the  
amount spent on the d istric t to be 
just right while 60% feel the amount 
spent on the local church is appropri­
ate.

Pastors are d iv ided  on the amount 
needed to pay for the local church and 
its m in is t ry :  56 p e r c e n t  fee l  m ore  
should  be spent in the hom e church  
while 40 percent feel the amount kept 
for local ministries is about right All in 
all, there is agreem ent that local and

distric t  Great C om m iss ion  m andates  
are acceptable parts of our total evange­
listic thrust.

There are interesting differences in 
the perceptions of the effectiveness of 
the c o n t r ib u t io n  m ade  by N az a ren e  
higher education toward fulfilling the 
Great Commission. O f  the district su­
perintendents, 15 percent felt the d e ­
no m in a t io n ’s educational institutions 
are very effective in helping to carry 
out the Great Commission Twenty-nine 
percent o f  the pastors took this same 
position. However, 43 percent of our 
lay members considered our schools to 
be "very effective." It may be that these 
differences explain why often the re­
gional education budget ends up receiv­
ing the lowest percentage of the various 
church budget payments.

Fifty-two percent o f  our superinten­
dents, 50 percent of our pastors, and 45 
p e r c e n t  o f  o u r  l a y p e r s o n s  r a te  o u r  
schools “ somewhat effective." On the 
amount of money given to higher edu­
c a t io n ,  th o s e  w h o  fee l  the  p r e s e n t  
amount is just right include 62 percent 
of the district superintendents, 59 per­
cent of the pastors, and 62 percent of 
the laypersons.

The fourth category is “world evan­
g e l ism .” O ur  support  for this is e x ­
p re sse d  in our  G ene ra l  
B udge t g iv ing. The 
primary emphasis 
is m is s io n s .
H e r e ,  64  s '

percent o f  the district superintendents 
believe the right amount is spent. Sixty- 
one percent of the pastors and 60 per­
cent o f  the laity support them in this.

What percentage of the laity 
believe that the level of the 
cu rre n t Educational Bud­
gets are “ just right” ?

Fourteen percent of the district superin­
tendents, however, feel that too little is 
spent on world missions while 28 per­
cent of the pastors and 27 percent of the 
laypeople  feel the same way. Those 
who feel the amount is just right or that 
it ought to be larger are as follows: dis­
trict superintendents— 78 percent, pas­
tors— 89 percent, laypersons— 88 per­
cent.

While there are varying degrees of 
perception, our people and our leader­
ship are generally supportive of our tra­
d itional m anner  for  ca rry ing  out the 
Great Commission mandate through lo­
cal, district, regional, and world finan­
cial commitments. The poll did reveal 

that there is a general concern that 
the church needs to do a better job 

o f  communicating with and edu­
cating our constituency so that 

awareness of  need will be en­
hanced. This concern obvi­

ously needs to be shared by 
In te rn a t io n a l  H e a d q u a r ­

ters, p residen ts  o f  inst itu ­
tions of  higher education, dis­

trict superintendents, and pas­
tors. Perhaps we could all then 

do an even better job of taking the 
gospel into “all the world.”

H e will teach you all 
things, and  bring to your rem em ­
brance all that I  have sa id  to you.
. . .  W hen the Spirit o f  truth comes, 
he will guide you  into all the truth 
(John 14:16-17, 26; 16:13, RSV).

I ate in the night before His 
death, Jesus opened His 

. i  heart to  the intim ate 
friends seated w ith H im  around  the 

table o f the Last Supper. He spoke 
o f His going away, His com ing 
again, o f  their lives together as His 
people in an  unbelieving world. 
A nd He taught them  about the 
Holy Spirit, the “o ther” Counselor, 
the Helper, the Advocate, the one 
through w hom  Jesus h im self would 
indwell their lives. T ha t’s why we 
d on’t need to  be afraid o f  the Holy 
Spirit; He is the Spirit o f  Jesus, the 
one who is the tru th  (John 14:16) 
and cam e in to  the world “to bear 
witness to  the tru th ” (19:37).

We often th ink  o f the Holy Spirit 
in relation to  spiritual crises in our 
lives, such as the experience o f  new 
life in C hrist in conversion, o r be­
ing filled with the Spirit in the ex­
perience o f sanctification. We con­
nect the Spirit w ith the power o f 
m iracles and  healings and revela­
tions. We hear a lot about the gifts 
o f  the Spirit and o f His power be­
stowed m inistries. The “Spirit- 
filled life” is p ictured as one o f tri­
um ph  and power and vibrancy.
The phrase “Spirit-filled church” 
evokes images o f  dynam ic a tm o ­
sphere and enthusiasm  in an ex­

citing, fast growing, local congrega­
tion.

Let’s say “A m en” to  such valid 
thought, and  then take som e m o­
m ents to  reflect together on the 
way Jesus spoke o f  the Spirit and 
His ministry. For some reason, that 
crucial night in the U pper R oom , 
Jesus did not speak o f the Spirit in 
term s o f  signs, miracles, and power, 
bu t in term s o f  tru th .

Truth Conforms to Reality
Truth is w hat conform s to  fact, 

to  reality, w hat is not false or a lie. 
The Holy Spirit, then, is ou r reli­
able Teacher and G uide who com ­
m unicates tru th . W here could 
those bereaved, orphaned  disciples

go to  find direction for their lives? 
The loss o f  their teacher m ean t the 
breakdow n o f their w hole structure 
o f  meaning. But Jesus said som e­
th ing like this to  them , “No, you 
are no t orphans, I will com e to  you 
in the person o f  the  Holy Spirit 
who will be your Teacher. You 
need not fear the future. The Spirit 
will be your G uide and  Interpreter 
as you seek to  understand  the 
m eaning o f My life and  death and 
the m eaning o f  your lives in the 
saving purposes o f  the Father.”

We have profound need to  hear 
those words for ourselves. There is 
power enough in the Holy Spirit 
for new birth  and for heart cleans­
ing. There is energy enough in the 
Spirit for healings and m iracles and 
gifts for m inistry in the church. We

desperately need to  know  also that 
there is wisdom enough in the 
Spirit to  guide us in to  tru th . We 
m ay trust H im  as we would trust 
Jesus.

T here are a hundred  differing 
doctrines in the religious world 
calling for o u r co m m itm en t— to 
say noth ing  o f  the hundred  con­
flicting philosophies, religions, and 
ideologies in the big, wide world. 
For tha t m atter, letters to  the editor 
o f  the H erald  im ply several con­
trary op in ions w ithin o u r own de­
nom ination! W here will we go for 
truth? How will we find ou r way? 
T hank  G od, we have a reliable 
Teacher and  G uide, one we may 
trust because He is real as Jesus is 
real, true  as Jesus is true.

T he real question is. Will we 
trust H im ? Will we trust H im  to 
guide us, and  can we trust ou r own 
heads and  hearts to  be led and 
taught by H im ? T he com pulsive 
need o f  religious leaders to  control 
is m atched  by o u r neuro tic  need to 
be controlled. They are eager to tell 
us w hat to  believe, and  we are 
ready to  believe. We read this opin­
ion, hear tha t teaching, follow that 
inspired leader w ithout taking the 
tim e to  th ink , to  reflect, to  respond 
to  the Spirit’s urge tow ard coher­
ence and  w holeness in tru th . No 
w onder o u r evangelical world is so 
dism ally fragm ented. G od  bless 
those noble Beroeans, w ho “re­
ceived the word w ith all eagerness,” 
yet had the w isdom  to exam ine the 
Scriptures daily to  see if  the things 
they were hearing were true (Acts 
17:11, RSV). This spirit o f  both re­
ceptivity and  holy suspicion is the 
creation o f  the  Spirit o f  Truth.

Truth Is Genuine
True is being real or genuine, not 

counterfeit. T he Spirit o f  Truth is
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If we are living by worldly values, 
however pious our behavior; we cannot 
know and receive the Spirit o f truth.

the Spirit o f  reality. T he tru th  into 
which we are led by o u r reliable 
Teacher and G uide  is no t in fo rm a­
tional, factual k ind  o f  tru th . It is 
God’s tru th  revealed in  Jesus. We 
seldom get clear answers to  our 
prayers for the Spirit to  teach us 
true doctrine. T he prayer He al­
ways answers is the request for in ­
sight in to  the m eaning o f C hrist 
and the m eaning o f  life in Christ. 
The Spirit is the bearer and  the re- 
vealer o f  divine reality; He is the 
authentic Spirit w ho brings us in to  
God’s real world revealed in Jesus.

There is no deceit, no hypocrisy, 
no pretense, no insincerity  in the 
Spirit o f Truth. The guidance He 
gives for ou r lives is guidance to ­
ward openness an d  honesty before 
God. His w ork is to  cleanse us o f  
any pretended  virtue, any false p ro ­
fession o f  piety, and  bring reality 
and integrity to  o u r inner lives.

The Spirit o f  Truth, then, is the 
exposer o f  falseness and  unreality  
in us. He is the one w ho illum i­
nates the counterfeit world we have 
fabricated an d  shines the  light o f  
Jesus on o u r self-deceptions and  
prejudices. T his is a hard  saying! 
The Spirit w ho is tru th  will no t to l­
erate falseness in  us. T he one who 
is real will no t leave us undisturbed  
in our unreality. W ho o f  us in 
times o f  dou b t or darkness has not 
asked the h u m an  question  o f  G od, 
“Are You real?” If  we listen, we will 
hear the  divine question  posed by 
the Spirit o f  T ruth to  ourselves:
“Are you  real?”

This bad news o f  the unow nable, 
unm anipulable, revealing Holy 
Spirit is actually  the good news o f 
our freedom . W ouldn’t  it be awful 
if the tru th  o f  G od were lim ited  to  
our trifling  experiences, ou r dis­
torted perceptions, an d  o u r paltry

wisdom ? W ouldn’t it be disastrous 
if  the Spirit o f  Truth functioned 
with the kinds o f  rationalizations 
and  com prom ises and  expediencies 
to  w hich we have grown accus­
tom ed? O f such a Spirit we m ight 
well be afraid! But o f  the  Spirit of 
Christ, the  revealing, cleansing 
Spirit o f  Truth, never!

Truth and Loyalty Go Together
True m eans being loyal to  

friends, faithful to  prom ises, stead­
fast in principle. The tru th  o f 
G o d ’s redeem ing love revealed in 
Jesus arises ou t o f  G o d ’s faithful­

ness to  H is own character and  His 
prom ises. T he faithful prom ises o f 
G od  found the ir “Yes” in Jesus, 
who was true  to  H is Father’s saving 
purposes. Those prom ises are real 
and  effective for us because Jesus is 
true  and  faithful to  us as well as to  
H is Father. T he H oly Spirit o f 
Christ, the Spirit o f  Truth, is loyal 
to  H is friends, faithful to  H is p rom ­
ises, and  steadfast in  H is principles! 
He is tru e  to  us an d  leads us into 
true  and  au then tic  relationship 
w ith Christ, a relationship o f  m u ­
tual loyalty, faithfulness, and  stead­
fastness.

We can understand , then, why 
Jesus m ade such a clear d istinction 
between the believing com m unity  
and  the world (John 14:17). The 
Spirit com es to those who love 
G od and  keep H is com m andm ents 
(14:15). T he w orld is h u m an  soci­

ety organized w ithout reference to 
G od and living self-deceitfully in 
the “lust o f  the flesh and  the lust o f 
the  eyes and  the pride o f  life.” It 
lives apart from the love o f the Fa­
ther and  the will o f  the Father (1 
John 2:15-17, RSV). The fraudu­
lent world refuses to  recognize, in 
fact, canno t endure the presence o f 
the Spirit o f  Truth, any m ore than  
it could tolerate the  presence o f 
Jesus.

Im plicit in this is a w arning for 
us. Insofar as we are actually living 
the way the world does, th inking 
the way the world thinks, and  oper­
ating by its value structure, how­
ever pious ou r behavior, we canno t 
know  and  receive the Spirit o f 
Truth. The lines o f  dem arcation  
between the C hurch and  the world 
are no t draw n around  the m em ­
bership boundaries o f  the  local 
congregation. They are draw n 
w ithin ourselves, th rough the secret 
m otives and  hidden choices o f  our 
hearts.

W hat if  we do no t “feel the 
Spirit m oving in  our hearts”? Are 
we failing to  perceive H is presence 
and  working in the life o f  the 
Church? C ould it be th a t we are 
seeing as the world sees? These 
probing words o f  Jesus call us away 
from the world’s d istorted perspec­
tives to  the d iscernm ent th a t com es 
as we love G od and  obey His com ­
m andm ents (John 14:15). H is 
Spirit calls us away from the 
w orld’s false values to  the reality 
th a t com es as we open our hearts 
in tru th  before him .

H oly  Spirit, Truth divine,
D awn upon this soul o f  mine;

e N azarenes are a p ractical people. “ D oes it 
work?” “How do you use it?” “Will it fly?” 
“Does it pay for itself?” We use such pragm atic 

phrases all the tim e. In fact, we are so u tilitarian  and  prag­
m atic tha t we often miss the significance o f those ideas and  
tru th s whose usefulness is subtle, indirect, or beneath  the 
surface. Som e things w ith deep m eanings we miss because 
their practicality is no t im m ediately obvious.

This is the A m erican way, I guess. We w ant to  get the 
jo b  done, the product m ass-produced, and  we w ant the 
assem bly line to  function economically. This pragm atic 
Yankee tra it finds expression in ou r religion, business, and  
education. Take the latter, for example. In A m erican col­
leges, the technical, vocational, “how to ” graduates ou t­
num ber the liberal arts graduates 20-1. O ne o f  m y high 
school teachers used to  tell us again and  again th a t “a good 
education  is worthw hile w hether o r no t you ever cash in on 
it in dollars and  cents.” T h at sta tem ent is m ere “non-sense

syllables” to  m any people today. Recently, I heard of a lib­
eral arts college where you could get a bachelor o f  arts de­
gree w ithout spending a single day in art class.

O ne o f  the  objectives o f  the H erald  o f  H oliness is tc 
share w ith our family o f  readers the stories o f  Nazarenes 
who are m aking a difference in o u r world. We have brought 
you stories o f  such persons at w ork in m edical research, 
com passionate  m inistries, church  p lan ting , com m unity 
services, broadcasting, etc. In this issue, we introduce you 
to  several N azarenes w ho are m aking the ir contribution 
through art.

In the ed itor’s m ind, there is hope for such a Fine Arts 
issue each year. There is even a dream  tha t som eone would 
endow  the annual H erald o f  H oliness Fine A rts Award— 
b u t th is top ic  probably  shou ld  be tab led  for later dis­
cussion.

Let m e in troduce you to  the seven painters whose 
w ork is shown in th is first H erald o f  H oliness Art Gallery.

Joyce A, Wilson
Joyce A. W ilson was b o m  in K an ­

sas City and  has lived in Prairie Vil­
lage, Kans., since 1965. She is m arried 
and has three children. She attended 
the  K ansas C ity  A rt In s titu te  an d  
School o f Design where she graduated 
with a B.F.A. and  a m ajor in com m er­
cial art. H er com m ercial a rt took her 
to  th e  F ederal A via tion  A d m in is ­
tration where she was the d irector o f 
th e  I l lu s tr a t io n /A r t  D e p a r tm e n t. 
Joyce has exhibited her work at local 
banks, art fairs, and  had a showing at 
the G ilben ’s A rt G allery in K ansas 
City.

A lthough her degree is in com m er­
cial art, she feels w atercolor is her m e­
d ium  for self-expression.

“I derive m uch pleasure and a sense 
o f  accom plishm ent w hen I finish a 
painting,” she says.

Mary L. Shaffer
Dr. M ary Shaffer heads the A rt and 

Art E ducation D epartm en t at N orth ­
west N azarene College. She holds de­
grees in art from NN C and  Ball State

University. H er doctorate (Ed.D.) is 
from Ind iana University.

She has invested 35 years as an  art 
teacher, 32 o f  them  at Pasadena Col­
lege (P o in t L om a), O live t C ollege 
(ONU), and  NNC.

T he paintings p ictured in this issue 
are three o f  a series o f  25 watercolors 
she p ro d u c e d  o f  1 8 th -cen tu ry  b a ­
roque churches in  Bavaria and  the 
Black Forest region o f  G erm any.

Dr. Shaffer has had several show­
ings in the Boise area and  at her own 
private gallery. M usic is an o th e r o f  
her “arts.” For 25 years she served lo­
cal churches as m usic or choir direc­
tor.

How to View a Work of Art

M any say, “ I d o n ’t 
know  m uch abou t 

art, I only know  w hether 
I like o r dislike a piece.” 
The N ational A rt E du­
cators A ssociation 
(NAEA) has adopted  four 
steps to  follow as a logical 
guide for helping persons 
o f  all ages to  appreciate 
art.

1. Take inventory. This 
involves taking an  objec­
tive look at the  piece to  
determ ine  w hat it con­
tains. W hat exactly do 
you see? W hat is the 
nam e o f  the  piece? W hat 
are the  principal colors 
and  shapes used by the 
artist? How was the  pain t 
applied? W here is the 
light depicted in the 
pain ting  com ing from ? 
W hat form s are used? 
D oes the artist draw  upon  
art styles from o ther cul­
tures, artists, periods?

2. Form al analysis. 
How are the  objective 
com ponen ts m entioned  
above jo ined  together? 
W hat is the  m eaning o f  
the item s on the  canvas 
as they are portrayed to ­
gether? W hat is your ex­
pectation  as a viewer? D o 
the im ages defy o r con­
form  to  your expecta­
tions? How does this 
w ork com pare to  w hat 
you’ve com e to  expect 
from  viewing o ther artis­
tic forms? D oes the artist 
present the  w ork in  a 
straightforw ard way or 
does he use abstraction? 
D oes the  artw ork con­
form  to  w hat you w ould 
expect to  see— are things 
presented logically o r il- 
logically? Is the artist in ­
ten tionally  trying to  defy 
logic by depicting form s 
from  unusual perspec­
tives?

3. Interpretation. W hat 
is the idea or principle o f 
organization tha t you 
sense the artist wishes to  
convey? This m ay be 
clearly evident o r it m ight 
be concealed. C heck to  
see if  there is w ritten in ­
form ation abou t the artist 
o r the  piece th a t explains 
the significance o f  the 
work. Is the  artist trying 
to  play a gam e w ith you 
as a  viewer? Does he suc­
ceed in this? Are the 
form s displayed obvious 
or are they in tended  to  
represent som ething else? 
Is there som ething be­
neath  the surface o f  w hat 
we see w ith o u r eyes tha t 
the artist is trying to  con­
vey?

4. Judgm ent. This in ­
volves giving a piece o f  
a rt a rank in  relation to 
o ther works in  its class—

assigning it an artistic 
and  aesthetic value.

W hat is the principal 
purpose o f  the artwork? 
Does it achieve this pur­
pose?

To be considered valu­
able, a piece o f  art m ust 
prove itself to  be m ean­
ingful or pleasurable to  
o thers besides ourselves.
Is this such a piece? Has 
th is artist established a 
reputation for art th a t is 
valued? Does the piece 
represent the style o f  the 
artist th a t has shown it­
self to  be im portan t to  
o ther viewers in the past? 
How does this artw ork 
com pare w ith sim ilar 
works by past as well as 
contem porary  artists?

D oes the piece o f art 
represent an  innovative, 
fresh way o f  expressing its 
subject?
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The Gate (above)— This subject matter surprised me because when 
I was commissioned to paint it, it didn’t impress me. In fact, I 
laughed and asked, why a gate? I was soon intrigued by it, merely  
because I wasn’t taken with it. Later, I found the gate while visiting 
historic W illiamsburg, Va„ and felt I needed to introduce myself to it 
since its face was so familiar. Now we are old friends!

Sounds m ysterious, and som etim es it is. I lose m yself in the 
fascination o f  overlapping colors and working shapes over 
shapes, ju st letting the brush work and create som ething 
new every tim e I apply ano ther stroke. W hen the tim e 
com es and I consider the painting finished, it’s as if I’ve 
been on vacation and now it's tim e to  go back to the rou­
tine o f things. We all know that feeling so well!”

The Value of Art
“The prerequisite to  a successful w atercolor painting is 

finding the light source. The eye sees light before it sees 
dark. O nce the light is lost, although there are ways to  re­
cover it, the painting is in danger o f  losing its legibility as 
well as its charm . I’d like to  say here that the prerequisite 
for a successful life is finding the ‘Light Source.' and that's 
Jesus Christ. Som etim es I lose sight o f His light, bu t I know 
H e’s always there to keep me out o f danger . . .

"Art keeps me close to  the Lord because whenever I 
paint, I’m rem inded tha t He is the Original Artist and all 
th a t I attem pt to  paint is a reflection o f  His creation. I feel 
that art does play a big part in our fast-paced world today 
and, although technology is striving to perfect every aspect 
o f  it, I know that the Original Artist will always take first 
place.

Why Paint?
“A w hite sheet o f  paper starts to  com e alive with the 

first wash o f  color, and  th a t’s when I’m living inside the 
p e rim e te r o f  the  p ap e r un til the  p a in tin g  is fin ished .

C hina have had a greater influence in 
my art than  any one person.”

Why Paint?
“ I pa in t for relaxation and  personal fulfillm ent. My 

best w orks have been w atercolors p a in ted  on location  
while traveling. These paintings visually record m y visits, 
bring personal satisfaction, and  are a source o f pleasure 
after I arrive hom e. . . . My art experiences have co n ­
tributed to  m y spiritual growth. Learning to  see, being vi­
sually alert, helps m e to  understand  G od on a daily basis 
through His wonderful creations.”

The Value of Art
“The study o f  art, especially visual education, should 

provide the person with the tools to  evaluate design in con­
sum er products and becom e aware o f  space, line, form.

color, and  texture, and  how they are interrelated. These 
personal choices reflect ou r taste and  describe ou r person­
ality. M ass-produced objects indicate a m achine society. 
A rt objects, handcrafted  pieces, paintings, and  sculpture 
no t only represent the person w ho created them  but also 
reflect the society in w hich they were made.

“They are a visual record o f  history. . . . Art is essen­
tially an  expression o f  the hum an  spirit. . . .  To create a 
one-of-a-kind piece, a painting, or sculpture contributes to 
a feeling o f  self-worth. A ppreciating w hat others create is 
im portan t. . . .  I believe th a t all lives can be enriched if we 
appreciate the talents o f  others. T he arts are ou r heritage;

PEACE AND
Today the world clamors for political and economic 

freedom and independence. But the ache in 
the heart of many people cries out for the freedom 

to love, to trust, and experience belonging.

It was sp rin g tim e . S p rin g tim e : 
flowers, picnics, Frisbee in the 
park, flying kites with children, 

freedom  from  the  c lu tch es o f  O ld 
M an W inter! Springtim e: freedom , 
peace, tranquility.

It was on such a warm, peaceful, 
spring day tha t I heard the sound of 
the heavy m etal door clang shut be­
h in d  m e. You kno w  th e  s o u n d — 
you’ve heard it on television as you 
w atched the cell doors clang shut. 1 
walked past the cages built to  restrict 
the freedom  o f  th e ir  h u m an  occu ­
pants— em pty cubicles at this tim e o f 
day. O n into the prison yard, where I 
w alked  a m o n g  c o n v ic te d  th ieves, 
m urderers, rapists, and child abusers.

The sun was still shining, the air 
w as s till w a rm — b u t th e  sense  o f  
peace, tranquillity, and  freedom was 
gone. The fact tha t I was there as a 
consultan t did little to  relieve my dis­
com fort. A fter all, I had to  sign a 
waiver with fine p rin t declaring that, 
if  I were taken hostage, the state was 
required to do nothing to  rescue me. 
The risks were m ine, they said.

Prisons have always been depress­
ing places.

A lthough  we ta lk  o f  th e  d e p a r t­
m ent o f  correction and em phasize re­
habilitation, inm ates see prisons as 
places o f  p u n ish m en t w here peace 
and  freedom are only dream ed of.

Loss o f  freedom is a tragedy— other 
people tell you where to  go and what 
to do and when to do it.

Yet society m ust be protected from 
the Ted Bundys o f the world.

But not all prisoners are guilty!
Not even all prisoners on death row

are guilty!
T ake R a n d a ll  D ale  A d am s, for 

exam ple— death  row inm ate  for six 
years, convicted cop-killer, subject o f 
a 1988 te lev is io n  d o c u d ra m a  T he  
Thin B lue L in e — m ore recently cele­
brated talk show guest.

The prosecutor’s story was that a 
traffic violation occurred, the patro l­
m an  w as g u n n e d  dow n as he a p ­
proached the car. The driver, D avid 
Ray Harris, tu rned  sta te’s witness and 
testified  R andall D ale A dam s shot 
the policem an in cold blood.

R andall Dale A dam s’ story was d if­
ferent. He ran ou t o f  gas. A stranger 
stopped to  help. The stranger was out 
o f a job. A dam s befriended him . Two 
days later, while riding with his new 
friend, he was stopped for a traffic vi­
o lation . H arris shot the  po licem an 
w ithout reason!

A dam s was sentenced to  death. He 
spent 11 years in prison: 6 years on 
death  row! He continued  profession 
o f  his innocence. In a news interview, 
a policem an adm itted  to  suppression

o f evidence. Five w itnesses confessed 
tha t they had lied under oath. Free­
dom  at last.

O ther innocen t people have been 
im prisoned . R em em ber the worker 
convicted o f  poisoning his five chil­
dren? He spent 20 years in prison. 
T hen  they discovered th a t the baby­
sitter did it. Twenty years o f  freedom 
lost!

Joseph  was u n ju s tly  im prisoned 
twice. At age 17, he was im prisoned in 
a dry well by jea lo u s brothers. Be­
trayed by those he trusted.

C an you im agine his feelings in that 
dark, confining, dry well? Abused by 
those he trusted  m ost— his own fam­
ily!

Then, they sold him  for 20 pieces of 
silver— to Ishm aelites, o f  all people.

He was soon sold a second time to 
Potiphar. Accused by Potiphar's wife 
o f  a sin he did not com m it, he was 
throw n in jail a second time. Inno­
cent, bu t im prisoned; it's not fair! Two 
years passed before Joseph was set 
free.

Joseph was im p riso n ed  in a dry 
well, and later in P haraoh’s prison for 
crimes o f  others.

I have know n several people who 
were im p riso n e d  for c rim es o th e r  
people com m itted  while they th em ­
selves were innocen t children.

Some are m y good friends.
Som e are in m y S unday  School 

class. The crim es had names:
Poverty 
Ignorance 
D iscrim ination 
Illiteracy 
Physical abuse 
Em otional abuse 
Sexual abuse
Kathy is the 1989 valedictorian o f a 

high school in H ouston. She is the u n ­
wed m o ther o f  a two-year-old girl, and 
she is pregnant w ith her second child.

K athy was one o f  14 children. H er 
father left hom e w hen she was four.

Her m other died when she was eight. 
She and  her brothers and sisters were 
divided up am ong relatives. K athy's 
new hom e was ano ther poverty-level 
fam ily  in  w h ich  she w as sexually  
abused and  eventually becam e preg­
nant. She chose to  keep the baby. So­
ciety did little to aid her plight. She 
studied hard in school, took care of 
her baby, m ade good grades, and be­
cam e pregnant again.

A school a d m in is tra to r  to ld  her 
tha t a pregnant, unwed m other could 
not be valedictorian!

T h e  new s m ed ia  lea rn ed  o f  her 
frustration and publicized the story. 
The school backed dow n— she m ade 
the valedictory address.

K athy has a $25,000 scholarship to 
study to  becom e an electrical engi­
neer— she is now living with her boy­
friend's family. (H e is not the father of 
her soon-to-be born  baby.)

She has received letters and tele­
gram s since being interviewed on na­
tional television. Not all the messages 
have been su p p o rtiv e . Som e have

said, “You should be asham ed!” 
K athy's own reply is that she does 

not w ant to  be a prisoner o f circum ­
stances. And yet, for all her striving, 
her circum stantial prison is as real as 
the iron bars at the H untsville State 
Prison I visited.

Psychologists tell us m any in n o ­
cent victim s o f abuse and m istreat­
m en t are im prisoned. They have lost 
a degree o f their freedom 

to trust, 
to love,
to  feel accepted.
Som e are now adults. Som e are my 

friends, some are your friends, some 
go to  your church.

W hy should they be im prisoned— 
lose their freedom to trust, love, and 
feel accepted— when they have done 
nothing wrong?

Psychologists say som e have feel­
ings o f  guilt. They feel they m ust have 
done som eth ing  wrong! O thers are 
said to have the inability to  forgive the 
one who abused them .

Ingrid Trobm an in Inner Peace tells 
o f a w om an who becam e her house- 
guest for a while. She only went to her 
bedroom  at night to  sleep. The rest o f 
the tim e— every waking m inu te— she 
was with one o f them . The house was 
small and soon she was getting on In­
g rid ’s nerves. She asked  a m u tu a l 
friend why the w om an would act like 
that. “She isn’t at peace with herself," 
her friend said. “ She can 't bear to 
spend even one hour alone. She can 't 
read a book; she can 't write a letter. 
She has to be with o ther people so 
tha t she w on’t be by herself.

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ANGEL WITH THE 
CROWN OF LIFE

There is an angel in n o rth e rn  
New York, and you can see it 
by driving past the C hurch of 

the N azarene  in V erm ontv ille , on 
Route 3 between Saranac Lake and 
Plattsburgh. The stained-glass w in­
dow in the belfry o f the church shows 
an angel holding a blood red “Crown 
of Life.” and  at night, w ith a light 
sh in in g  th ro u g h  it, the  w indow  is 
strikingly beautiful. The story behind 
the window is also beautiful in its own 
way.

Some 30 years ago, the late Vera 
Moss visited a church in Deerhead, 
N.Y., where she and her family had a t­
tended  when she was a child. The 
church building had been sold and 
was being moved to  be converted into 
a tavern/m otel. Vera rem em bered the 
beautiful window in the church and 
could not bear the thought o f having 
it destroyed or used in such a bu ild­
ing. She purchased the w indow  for 
$5.00, which was quite a sum  for Vera.

She was w orking as a laborer in a 
lum ber mill, ty ing bundles o f fire­
w o o d , a n d  $ 5 .0 0  w as n o t  e a s ily  
earned. However, Vera w anted that 
w indow m ore than she w anted life's 
luxuries, so she bought it. Vera did 
w ithout m any things during  her life, 
bu t she kept the w indow  carefully 
stored in her garage. She w anted it to 
be placed in the Vermontville Church 
o f  th e  N azaren e  w here  h er sister, 
Helen Tyler, and two nieces, Phyllis 
Tyler an d  M a rth a  Tyler Jo h n , a t ­
tended church.

U nfortunately, there were two or 
three sm all pieces o f  glass missing, 
and the frame needed to  be repaired. 
Vera was never able to  pay for those 
additional items, so the window was 
not repaired and  could not be placed 
in the church. W hen she died, how­
ever, she left half o f  her property to 
th e  ch u rch  an d  h a lf  to  h er sister, 
Helen. By her death , Vera m ade it 
possible for Helen to  have the window

m atched  exactly because the glass- 
blow ing  te c h n iq u e  used originally 
had been lost.

In o rd e r  fo r th e  w in d o w  to  be 
p laced in the  chu rch , new leading 
would be required for the entire win­
dow. T h is  w ould  req u ire  extra ex­
pense. Fortunately. Helen and  Vera 
were raised with m uch the sam e set of 
values, and even though Helen had 
been a w idow  for years an d  often 
hard-pressed for money, she decided 
to proceed with the project. The win­
dow  was rep a ired  co m p le te ly  and 
shipped back to  Vermontville.

It was indeed a treasure over 220 
years old. and the com pany that re­
paired it offered to  buy the window 
for m uch m ore than  Vera had paid for 
it. The Angel with the Crown of Life 
could easily have gone to  a private 
collector, o r even to  the Smithsonian 
o r  a n a tio n a l  a rc h iv e 's  m useum . 
However. Helen felt that Vera wanted 
it in the church, and that Vermont­
ville C hurch o f the N azarene would 
treasure a lovely work o f  art.

H elen's nephew, D onald Goff, in­
stalled the w indow  in the church, and 
now it is a th ing o f  beauty for all to 
see. H elen Tyler died in December 
1986, about two years after the angel 
was d isplayed, and  it rem ains as a 
m em orial to  her and  her sister's fore­
sight and to their love o f  G od and the 
beauty  created by Him.

Before the R evolutionary War. this 
angel w atched as couples were mar­
ried, saw their babies baptized, and 
viewed the m any funerals that were 
held in the chapel in Deerhead. On all 
these scenes, the angel looked on in 
blessing for over 200 years. Now that 
it is in Vermontville, let us pray that 
the angel in the  chapel will continue 
to  look over and  give G od’s blessing 
to  the  families there for another 200 
years. “A nd to  him  tha t is faithful to 
the end, shall be given the crown of 
life” (Revelation 2:10).

repaired and  installed in the church.
H elen was 90 years o f  age when 

Vera died, bu t she set to  work getting 
the w indow  repaired right away. She 
shipped the w indow  to a com pany in 
M innesota tha t repaired stained-glass 
windows. W hen the people there be­
gan exam ining the window, they were 
s tunned  by the beauty and rarity o f 
the picture and  the glass. They found 
tha t the angel was designed and  m ade 
in D enm ark  and  shipped to  the C olo­
n ies before  th e  "W ar o f  In d e p e n ­
dence,” in 1776; it was m ade in 1767. 
In  fa c t,  th e  g la s s  c o u ld  n o t  be

The Plague of Uncertainty

W ith few exceptions, you 
rarely hear o f  plagues in 
our society. M odern sci­

ence has been largely successful in 
dealing with m ost illnesses. How- 
ever, one plague th a t pharm aceu ti­
cals have been unable to  solve is 
the plague o f  inner uncertainty. In ­
ner uncerta in ty  in things spiritual 
has reached epidem ic proportions, 
paralyzing and  crippling many.

U ncertainty has an  especially 
crippling effect upon  spiritual for­
mation. Persons w ho always check 
their pulse seldom  exercise achiev­
ing faith.

The Epistle to  the Hebrews is 
written to  an audience th a t evi­
dently was plagued by uncertainty. 
They had begun w ith joy  an d  exu­
berance to  follow Jesus, b u t now 
were beginning to  struggle w ith 
doubt.

In the  last section o f  chap ter 5, 
the w riter chides them  for failing to 
grow and  m ove tow ard the goal o f 
m aturity  and  perfection. In the 
opening part o f  chap ter 6, he notes 
that they have repeatedly done the 
elementary, foundational things bu t 
have failed to  m ake progress.

In chap ter 10, as he calls for 
them  to persevere in following 
Christ, he urges them  to encourage 
each o ther (verses 19-25). He in ­
vites them  to recall the “earlier 
days” in w hich they had lived 
through persecution  w ithou t losing 
their certainties. He ends the chap­
ter w ith the resounding words,
“But we are no t o f  those who 
shrink back and  are destroyed, bu t 
o f  those w ho believe and  are 
saved” (v. 39, NIV).

Recently, a friend was discussing

the testim ony to  divine guidance 
th a t had been shared w ith him  by 
his friends. Wistfully, he said, “I 
wish I knew G od like that! I’d  like 
to  have th a t k ind o f  certain ty  that 
G od  was guiding m y life and  deci­
sions!”

Those o f  us who share such long­
ings are prom pted  to  ask: W hat is 
the source o f certain ty  in spiritual 
form ation? W here does th a t cer­
ta in ty  lie? How does one find tha t 
certainty?

The w riter to  the Hebrews re­
sponds to  such questions with 
several p rim ary  answers. First, he 
repeatedly notes th a t Jesus is our 
m odel o f  faith and  certainty. Jesus’ 
own painful search for certainty is 
visible in chapter 5 as He prays 
w ith loud cries and tears en route 
to  “perfecting obedience.” We begin 
the search for certainty by “fixing 
ou r eyes on Jesus.”

T he second response o f  the 
w riter to  the Hebrews is tha t cer­
tain ty  lies not in the unpredictable 
patterns o f ou r own em otions bu t 
in  the certainty th a t G od has pro­
vided for us in Christ. The last ha lf 
o f  the 6th chapter o f  Hebrews 
speaks o f  the way in which G od 
added certain ty  to  A braham ’s life 
w hen the covenant was first given.

First, G od m ade the prom ise to 
A braham  and  then  “confirm ed it 
w ith an  oath” (6:17, N IV )— based 
on his unchanging character. The 
po in t o f  all th is is tha t certainty 
rests in the reliability o f  the totally 
faithful G od and  not w ithin our­
selves.

Further, the w riter notes repeat­
edly th a t C hrist is now ou r high 
priest w ho has solved the sin prob­
lem  forever. He is now our con­
stan t intercessor and advocate 
(7:25) and  will re tu rn  “to bring sal­
vation to  those who are waiting for 
h im ” (9:28).

T he final po in t the w riter to  the 
Hebrews m akes is th a t certainty is 
found in the lives o f  those who step 
ou t in faith. The great m odel o f 
faith in the  New Testam ent is 
A braham , who “obeyed and  went, 
even though he did no t know 
where he was going” (11:8).

So it is with persons w ho are liv­
ing by faith. Persons o f uncertain ty  
are fearful to  step in to  the u n ­
known. Persons who step into the 
unknow n under G od find the cer­
ta in ty  tha t evades others.

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MOZAMBIQUE PROMISES 
RETURN OF NAZARENE 
PROPERTY
In a surprise announcement, the gov­
ernment of Mozambique has promised 
to return property to the Church of the 
Nazarene that was confiscated 15 years 
ago, according to Robert Scott, World 
M iss ion  D iv is ion  d irec to r .  The a n ­
nouncement was made by Job Cham- 
bal, Mozambique's Minister of Culture, 
at the dedication of  the new Maputo 
Central Church sanctuary.

"The people came to their feet cheer­
ing and praising the Lord," Scott said 
o f  the app rox im ate ly  5 ,000  persons 
crowded into the new sanctuary. Cham- 
bal, a guest at the dedication, made the 
announcement as a part of his greetings 
to the group.

The g o v e rn m e n t  o f  M o z am b iq u e  
confiscated all church property in 1975 
during a com m unist revolution. Two 
Nazarene missionaries. Armand Doll 
and Hugh Friberg, were imprisoned for 
about a year, and all other missionaries 
left the country.

Among the properties seized was the 
Tavane Mission station, which included 
a Bible school. However, Scott reports 
that a new Bible school is being built at 
another location and the old property 
will not be needed.

"The government has seen the con­
cern o f  the church for the people of 
Mozambique," Scott said. “They have 
noticed our involvement in providing 
relief supplies and food during recent 
disasters. This has led to their returning 
to the Church of the Nazarene the free­
dom to evangelize."

The Community of Hope was host re­
cently to a meeting of the wives of the 
U.S. Cabinet officers. The meeting, ar­
ranged by Susan Baker, wife of  U.S. 
Secretary of State James Baker, was de­
signed to inform the group about family 
homelessness and what the Washington.
D.C., inner-ci ty  ministry  is doing to 
help.

Staff members and residents of the 
C o m m u n i ty  o f  H ope  a d d re s se d  the 
group concerning their ministry, and the 
ladies were given a tour of the facilities.

Speech teachers are very close to  the 
tru th  when they tell us “m ost people 
respond to  a good start and  a good 
f in ish ; w h a t h a p p e n s  b e tw e e n  is 
p ro b ab ly  n o t as im p o rta n t.” T h a t 
m ay a lm o st be said o f  the  typ ical 
church service. U nfortunately m ost of 
us (and som etim es this writer) are at a 
loss for creative and  fresh ideas to  
s tim u la te  o u r  c o n g re g a tio n s  in to  
h igher d im ensions o f  real worship. 
O ur choirs too  often are lim ited be­
cause o f rehearsal dem ands to  using 
the sam e few calls to  worship, or we 
expect tha t Pastor Jones praying the 
usual opening prayer in a less than 
e n th u s ia s t ic  v o ice  w ill so m eh o w  
transport the saints in to  unparalleled 
realms o f rapture. M ost o f the tim e it 
doesn’t happen.

M aranatha M usic has com e to  our 
rescue with accessible m aterial for the 
en tire  w orsh ip  team . T h is is m ore 
th an  ju s t m usic. G race M arestaing 
and Carl Seal have com piled, first o f 
all, a good variety o f 24 fam iliar and 
new songs arranged in “call to  wor­
ship” lengths. The titles provide both 
t r a d it io n a l  a n d  “ p ra ise  a n d  w or- 
ship”-style congregations with appro­
priate music. (By the way, if  you are a 
contem porary-style church, try some 
o f the great hym ns; if you are a trad i­
tionalist, get acquainted w ith som e o f 
the newer songs and choruses. E ither 
ru t is e v en tu a lly  fatal!) Secondly, 
these are accom panied by 18 spoken 
calls to  worship tha t invite from one 
to  four readers and, often, choir and 
congregation to  participate. O ne even 
calls for a bit o f  theater in the form o f 
a m o n o lo g u e  title d  “ Teach M e to  
W o rsh ip .” A n d  i f  th a t  w ere  n o t 
enough, thirdly there are 15 concise 
“ T h o u g h t P rovokers” d raw n from  
various contem porary writers. These 
can be used as additional readings, 
quotes before songs, or possibly bulle­
tin  headings.

The possibilities are great. Just so

you have som e direction as to  the cre­
ative choices available, there is a sec­
tion  called “ Ideas, Suggestions, and 
Them es for Service O penings” at the 
front o f  the book. Here you will find 
28 suggested com binations o f  calls to 
w o rsh ip , re a d in g s , c h o ru se s , a n d  
hym ns tha t easily flow in con ten t and  
key. A lthough m any o f the hym ns can 
be found  in m ost m a jo r hym nals, 
they are all included in M aranatha’s 
100 H ym n s/1 00 Choruses book, and 
are indexed in the “ideas” section ac­
cordingly.

A word o f  caution: W orship is a 
fragile and  personal experience and  
m ust be handled with sensitivity and 
c a r in g . R a d ic a l  a n d  im m e d ia te  
changes often lead to  frustration for 
both leader and  follower. Use m aterial 
such as this with the thought o f  direc­
ting m en and w om en, boys and girls 
in to  the presence o f  the m ost high 
God, and not as an opportun ity  to  be 
innovative for the sake o f  innovation.

O ut o f  all this, though, the m ain 
po in t is that services CAN be exciting, 
stim ulating, and m eaningful from the 
very beginning. M ake it a p o in t in 
your church, w hether you are pastor, 
m usician, or worshiper, to  give the 
Lord your very best from the very first 
to  the very last.

“LIVING IN THE COMFORT 
ZONE” Scott Wesley Brown 
(Word Records)

G od calls singers in to  His work for 
lots o f  reasons. Som e are teachers, 
som e are encouragers, som e are evan­
gelists, som e are even prophets. Scott 
Wesley Brown is, by his own defin i­
tion, a “musicianary,” tha t is, a voice 
for m issions in the m usic world. Not 
only his songs bu t also his life and  pri­
orities cast him  as a m otivator to  the 
local church and  C hristian m usicians 
to  be a “world C hristian” (no t to  be 
confused with “worldly C hristian”—  
there are too  m any o f those!). Scott 
Wesley has traveled m ost o f  the con­
tinents o f the earth  sharing and  sing­
ing the gospel, train ing  C hristian m u ­
s ic ia n s , a n d  p ro v id in g  a su p p ly

network for instrum ents and  equip­
m ent.

H is la te s t release, L iv in g  in the 
C o m fo rt Z o n e , re f lec ts  th a t  same 
overriding passion for missions. His 
songs approach , from  one side, the 
positive view o f the C hurch Univer­
sal. “This Is C hurch” is one tha t takes 
you on a quick w orld-tour o f  Sunday 
m orning services, celebrating the di­
versity o f  culture yet underscoring the 
shared aspect o f ou r faith. Another 
tune, “The Lord W ho Loves Us All,” 
gets at the sam e idea by using the 
nam es o f  Jesus in various languages. 
The first release, “M arvelous,” is an 
exciting call to  proclaim  the gospel, 
with vocal assistance bv m em bers of 
“Take Six.”

O n the o ther side, Brown stands up 
to  the apathy and  m aterialism  of to­
day’s church (read North American). 
H is title song, “Living in the Comfort 
Zone,” is a slightly sarcastic jab  at our 
lack o f  risk taking. “ Buy Now, Pay 
Later” carries a sim ilar thought, deal­
ing with lives built on convenience. 
T he song “W here Are the Dreamers?” 
is a prayer for leadership to  rise up 
and  carry the church forward. A very 
poignant song ou t o f Scott Wesley’s 
own “com fort zo n e” is “W hen the 
W hole World Knows.” Anyone who 
has ever left family to  go out and min­
ister on the road will relate to the pain 
o f separation and  the hope that some­
day all will know  Him.

This album  is the first release in a 
long while done w ithout the produc­
tio n  ab ilities  o f  G reg Nelson. Pro­
duced by Brown and Tom Wanca, it 
places him  further in to  the contem­
porary cam p from his reputation as a 
“m iddle o f  the road” artist. I appre­
ciated tha t for each song there are in 
the  no tes acco m p an y in g  scriptures 
an d  q u o tes  from  C hris tian  writers
C. S. Lewis, C huck Colson, Dorothy 
Sayers, and  others.

S ta tis tic s  o n  fu ll-tim e  Christian 
workers in A m erica and around the 
w orld show  an  em barrassing  over­
balance. G od is calling m any to leave 
their “com fort zones” to serve Him 
elsewhere. T hrough these songs, may 
those w ho have ears, hear!

Luke tells us o f  a w om an w ho had been ill for 12 years— 
she had spent all her m oney on physicians— none had 
healed her (8:43-48).

She felt desperate!
She felt unworthy!
She felt helpless!
She touched the hem  o f Jesus’ garm ent and was healed!
She felt peace and  w holeness for the first tim e in 12

years.
Jesus said, “ Peace is m y parting  gift to  you, m y own 

peace, such as the world canno t give. Set your troubled 
hearts at rest, and  banish your fears” (John 14:27, NEB).

I was glad when I walked ou t o f  tha t prison and in to  the 
warm sunlight and  fresh air o f  freedom. The peaceful, tran ­
quil feeling returned.

Does som e abuse from the past im prison you, deny you 
your freedom, rob you o f  inner peace? Fill you w ith fear?

Dr. Louis Evans says in G uideposts tha t som e people 
come to Jesus C hrist through the process o f  elim ination. 
They try everything else and, w hen nothing else works, 
when they are at the end o f  the rope, the ir hum ilia tion  and 
helplessness points them  to the ir last hope— Jesus Christ.

Jesus C hrist provides freedom  from feelings o f  guilt, re­
sentment, and fear, for the desperate and  the needy.

He knows the feeling o f  being innocent and yet im pris­
oned and abused! Peace and  freedom  are to  be found in 
Jesus Christ. All o ther sources fail to  satisfy. W hy wait?

As David said, “A nd now. Lord, w hat wait 1 for? m y hope

A Glorious Gospel
esterday m orning  I read the 

G ospel o f  M ark for m y pri­
vate devotions. M ark early 

became m y favorite o f  the four 
Gospels. I appreciate especially its 
brevity and  its urgency. M ark 
moves tersely and  rapidly from 
start to finish. It was no t w ritten to 
dawdle over. It is fast-paced and 
action-packed, w ith m ore accent 
on deeds than  words. It leaves the 
impression tha t som ething m o­
m entous has happened, therefore 
read about it and  decide abou t it.

We used to  sing w ith the chil­
dren, “Everybody ought to  know  
who Jesus is.” T hat, in essence, is 
the whole purpose o f  the  G ospel o f  
Mark.

The G ospel o f  M ark is not a bi­
ography, though it does con­

tain rich biographical m aterials. It 
is not a history, though valuable 
historical m aterials abound  w ithin 
it. The G ospel o f  M ark is procla­
m ation, kerygm a, a G reek word for 
preaching. M ark was w ritten to  
proclaim  who Jesus is, for w ho He 
is determ ines who we are. O ur 
identity and  destiny are bound  up 
in the gospel.

The au th o r doesn’t w rite like a 
m an getting paid by the word. He 
gets to  his them e in the opening 
statem ent: “The beginning o f  the 
gospel o f  Jesus Christ, the Son o f 
G od” (1:1).

Jesus, the ano in ted  One, the 
Messiah, is the Son o f  God. This is 
w hat M ark in tends to  declare by 
w hat he writes. Everything that fol­
lows the opening  sentence enlarges 
upon it.

To this tru th  the Father will bear 
positive w itness at the baptism  o f 
Jesus: “a voice cam e from heaven.

saying, ‘T hou  art m y beloved 
Son’” (1:11). To this tru th  dem ons 
will bear negative witness, falling 
before Jesus and  crying, “You are 
the Son o f G o d ” (3:11, NIV). To 
this tru th , through the author, the 
C hurch bears direct witness: “the 
gospel o f  Jesus Christ, the Son o f 
G od” (1:1). To this tru th , through 
the cen tu rion  in charge o f the C ru ­
cifixion, the world bears em phatic 
witness: “Truly this m an was the 
Son o f G od!” '(15:39). This final, 
clim atic witness im plies conversion 
to  Christ.

By this array o f witnesses the 
identity  o f  Jesus is disclosed. He is 
the Son o f God.

Mark’s prim ary concern is not 
to  show tha t Jesus o f  N aza­

reth is the M essiah o f  Israel. R ath ­
er, he in tends to  show tha t Jesus o f 
N azareth, w ho is the M essiah o f  Is­
rael, is none o ther than  the Son o f 
God. He is not merely the Son o f 
David; He is the Son o f God. He is 
no t only the Son o f M an; He is the 
Son o f G od. All H is nam es, all His 
titles, all His functions are subordi­
nate to  and expressive o f H is iden­
tity  as the Son o f God.

W hat it m eans to  call Jesus the 
Son o f G od becom es clear as the 
m ission o f  Jesus unfolds. T hat m is­
sion reaches its predestined climax 
in H is crucifixion and  resurrection. 
Everything that M ark reports flows 
ou t from this po in t and  flows back 
to  this p o in t— tha t Jesus is the Son 
o f God.

Because Jesus is the Son o f God, 
H is death  is m ore than  m artyrdom  
— it is an  aton ing  sacrifice, “a ran ­
som  for m any” (10:45). He is raised 
from the dead, and H is resurrec­
tion  illum ines the Son’s identity.

Furtherm ore, the R esurrection con­
firm s the divine acceptance o f His 
a toning sacrifice. T hus death and 
resurrection becom e “gospel”— 
good news— for the sinner. Salva­
tion from sin and  reconciliation 
w ith G od have been provided.

As He moves toward the atoning 
cross, the Son o f G od conquers Sa­
tan  (1:12). H aving bound  the 
strong m an, He plunders his castle, 
releasing his captives. A single 
chapter focuses on the power of 
Jesus over dem ons, disease, and 
death (5:1-43). All the evil forces 
tha t vex and  destroy hum an  lives 
are subject to  the au thority  o f the 
Son o f God. It is deliverance that 
gives the Gospel its value to  those 
who read it. T hroughout the G os­
pel people are am azed by what 
Jesus says and  does. The crowds 
are “beyond m easure astonished” 
by His pow er (7:37). But the Son o f 
G od cam e not to  raise eyebrows 
but to  transform  character.

W ell, th a t is the glorious track 
on which the reader sets his 

feet w hen he sees— or hears— the 
opening trum pet blast o f M ark’s 
Book: “The beginning o f  the gospel 
o f Jesus Christ, the Son o f God.”
To follow tha t trail is exciting, life- 
changing, and  destiny-determ ining. 
The “beginning” leads to  new life 
tha t has no ending.

W hen I finished reading the 
Gospel o f M ark, m y unw orthy 
heart was spilling over w ith praise.
I sang the words o f Philip Bliss:

“M an o f  sorrows, ” what a nam e  
For the Son o f  God, who cam e  
R uin ed  sinners to reclaim! 
H allelujah! what a Saviour!

The FCC says they continue 
to get th o u sa n d s  o f  le t te rs  
each month from well-mean­
ing Christians despite the fact 
that there is no petition pend­
ing before them that would 
im pac t r e l ig io u s  p r o g r a m ­
ming.

Still, persons in churches 
across the U.S. (Nazarene and 
others) continue to circulate 
the petitions and send them to 
the FCC in Washington.

In r ea l i ty ,  the p e t i t io n s  
make Christians look foolish 
and draw their attention away 
from other areas o f  fruitful 
ministry.

f e r re d  by h is  engineering  
company in South Dakota to 
Liberia a few years ago. Since 
th e re  w as not a Nazarene 
church in the country, he be­
cam e ac q u a in te d  with this 
group of indigenous churches, 
which had similar beliefs.

The C hurch of  the Naza­
rene is also making prepara­
t io n s  to  r e c o g n iz e  a local 
group in Ghana, which would 
be the 92nd world area with a 
Nazarene presence.

This group was begun by a 
layman, Ben Hammond, who 
ca m e  in c o n ta c t  with the 
Church of the Nazarene while 
working in Germany 10 years 
ago . A c c o rd in g  to Scott, 
Ham m ond fell in love with 
the church.

The group of about 50 peo­
ple is located in Ghana's capi­
tal city of Accra.

“The interesting aspect of 
all of this is that these works 
are being started without mis­
sionaries or General Budget 
m o n e y ,” Scott  said. “They 
seem to be a part of a trend of 
indigenous churches looking 
to join an international church 
so that they can be involved 
in m in i s t r y  around the 
world.”

A s soon as school was ou t last m onth , M arilee and 
/ %  o u r kids, Ken and  Kimberly, headed for W ilson 

X  Rats. T heir in ten t was to  catch H em phill M oun­
tain in all its early sum m er glory. M arilee w anted to teach 
the kids w ater co lo r pa in tin g  (now  th a t they 've had a 
course in art) and  H em phill M ountain , spring or sum m er, 
is the place to be if pain ting  is on your m ind. I d id n 't get to 
go because sum m er is peak season in the real estate busi­
ness.

W hile they were gone, I figured I would get that flower 
box built in ou r backyard. Tonight 1 cam e hom e with a 
batch o f  2 x 12's sticking out o f  the station wagon. I tried to 
get started, but my heart was on H em phill M ountain  with 
Marilee and  the kids.

H em phill M ountain  really isn’t a m oun ta in  at all. It’s 
just a good sized hill behind Uncle Verle and A unt Velma 
H em phill’s native stone cottage. T heir place is som e six 
miles east o f  W ilson R a ts  on a d irt road that m eanders 
through a secluded hollow.

The "m o u n ta in ” is a photographer’s or pain ter's para­
dise. Early in the spring, the dogw oods and  redbuds burst 
out in celebration to  boost the faithful cedars that have 
held their green all w inter long. Soon after that, the wild 
honeysuckle decorates the south  side o f the hill and  fills the 
area with intoxicating arom atics. T he grove o f  wild plum  
soon fans its m in iatu re  blossom s in the air and  the shinv 
sassafras trees and  the cluster o f  gray barked persim m on 
cheers on the show. T he pin oaks, ash, elderberry, wild ha­
zelnut, and  huckleberry bushes and the clum p o f sum ac 
soon jo in  the parade. Even the gruff old shagbark hickory 
seems to enjov n a tu re’s annual riot o f  color and  life on 
Hem phill M ountain.

Singing Creek, w hich gurgles and  ripples its way around 
the lim estone ledges at the foot o f  the m ountain , provides 
nature’s own M usak as it goes about the task o f sm oothing 
the stones in its bed. The birds and squirrels and rabbits 
and the occasional sloe-eved w hite-tailed deer seem to en ­
joy this serene spot as m uch as my family has through the 
years.

I really envied M arilee and the kids. Next year. I p rom ­
ised m y se lf . . . T hen  the phone rang.

“Jim, it's gone. It's gone!” wailed Marilee.
“W hat's gone?” I blurted, scared to  death.
“H em phill M ountain.”
"A m ountain  can 't be gone! Slow down and start at the 

beginning.”
"Well, the beginning is that, unbeknow nst to us, Verle 

and  Velma sold their place last year and moved to  Arizona. 
Better for Verle’s arthritis they said.”

“W ho did they sell . . .”
“T hat's  ju st it— they sold to  FPI. you know Forest Prod­

ucts In ternational. They own half the county now. They 
did to  H em phill M ountain  just w hat they are doing to 
thousands o f acres around  here. First they chem ically kill 
all the trees and brush. A few m onths later, they p lant pine 
seedlings in ridiculous straight rows. They w ant lumber, 
that m eans pines, not dogwood, persim m on, or sassafras. I 
tell you, Jim , it looks like a graveyard.”

W hen I hung up the phone, I was sick— and m ad, all at 
once. I have nothing against pine trees. I can th ink  o f no th ­
ing m ore rom antic than  holding hands with M arilee u n ­
derneath  the three big loblolly pines in her parents' back­
yard and listening to the evening breeze try to slip through 
their branches w ithout stirring up a love song. But to wipe 
out the oaks and cedars, wild plum  and  redbuds, ju st so 
you can raise a stand o f pine trees to be butchered by chain 
saws, is an obscenity— even if the builders o f  flimsy con­
dom in ium s and fast-food restaurants need 2 x 4 ’s.

I phoned my Uncle R uppert, m ayor o f  W ilson Rats, and 
asked him  how all this happened. He had a one-line expla­
nation that I've heard way too m uch lately. "It's good for 
the local economy, Jim.”

After talking to M arilee and R uppert, I went outside 
w ith m y Hash light. Sure enough  those 2 x 12’s were 
stam ped "FPI ” I loaded them  back in the station wagon. 
They went back first thing the next m orning.
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
