That Is a fair question. It calls for a straight-

forward answer.

Christian edu%atron is largely the church’s specrf-

ic Investment of time In her children and youth.
When 86 per cent of our converts are under
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twenty-one years of age and 70 per cent of them
are ungder fifteen years, shall we ask, Is Christian
education worthwhile? A successful pastor and
member of the General Board once commented,
“I sometimes wonder if an}/thrng else is important.”

Christian education is_the leaching ministry of
It is the effort to help” qur pedple,
d, to understand the faith—to ask
heir questrons to voice their concerns, to search
for satisfying and stabylizing answers. Always our
best decisions are made on”the_ basis of adequate
knowledge, and knowledge is the teacher’s toal.
Jesus_ considered it important. Ninety times_ in
the Gospels persons addressed Him directly; sixty
of those times they called Him Teacher.

For personal growth in Christian %race there is
no more important factor than serving others un-
selfrshl¥ for the furtherance of the gospel. Without
some form of Christian service, Tewhorn Chris-
tians grow anemrc and die. It is the churchs
varrous rodrams of Christian education that
vide most the places of service for our lay en
and women,. This indirect benefit to the teacher
would jtself justify much of our Christian_educa-
tion.

THE PSALMIST said, “God is my
refuge,” and in speaking thus he no
doubt referred to the cities of refuge
established by Moses for the protec-
tion of the law violator who could
flee to such a city and find protection
until a fair hearing of his case could
be conducted. -

There were six such cities, three to
the west of Jordan and three to the
east, in order to make them available
to everyone. Instructions were %lven
that the roadways leading to these
cities should be kept clear at all times
and at any crossroads a sign should
be posted with the word “asKIum” on
|t,fd|rect|ng the fugitive to the city of
refuge.

Egery effort was made to put re-
straint ‘on the passions of anger and
revenge. until a gust and equitable
disposition could be made of the case
involved. If the culprit could reach
the city of refuge, he would find
mercy.

Likewise today the convicted sin-

ner fleeing from the wrath to come,
about to be destroyed here and here-
after by his sins, should flee at once
to God through Christ, where he will
find mercy and abundant pardon; for
God is our Refuge also, and Jesus is
a Rock in a weary land and a Shelter
in the time of storm. The Church

THE ERECTION of a tract box qn the outside
of our chyrch building was claiming my atten-
tion to such an extent that the traffic, both side-
walk and street, was going by unnoticed.

The)(_ arc inspired by some zealous, and, at
tlme% fana_lchalh,leater,who htas mo¥%d into theltr
emotions with his stirring oratory. They may po
understand ﬁns cause, bl?'[ the gr% of ‘_yV_|vaX nas
entranced them until, the%/ too have joined the
mob. In reality, this is a battle cry.

When we analyze our position a Nazarenes, we
may well be classified as revolutionaries or counter-
revolutionaries in the spiritual area of life. We
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are either aggressively trying to overthrow the king-
dom of Satan and erect the Blood-stained bannér
on the very spot; or we are on the defensive, coun-
terlnq the” attack led by the dictator from hell,
Our Thrilling battle cry”is, “Viva el Nazareno!"
and as its echo, “jViva la Entéra Santificacion!”

John the Rcvelator projects our, attention into
the eternal future with his vivid pictures and de-
scriptions. In chapter five he tells of a con%regatlon
of “ten thousand times ten thousand, and thousands
of thousands; saying with a loud voice, Worthy 1
the Lamb that ‘was slain to receive power, ang
riches, and wisdom, and strength, and honour, and
glory, and blessing.
