When we read through this narrative, we

not only by what they did, but by what they

said, and by their very prayers to Him, Be-
loved, many will be judged because of the
kind of prayers they offer to God. They are
crying out to God to give them something
that will be a curse, and will satisfy some
lust or some appetite,

Some prayers are but complaints made to
God.  The complaint is finding fault with
their circumstances, and it is finding fault
with Ged. Oh, how much of the apirit of
murmuring ‘and complaint is in Christians,_
because of having a hard time!
